ORDINANCE #12-15
AN ORDINANCE AMENDING “title 2 administration and personnel” of the revised general ordinances of the township of raritan creating a Community Emergency Response Team (“CERT”) within THE TOWNSHIP OF RARITAN, COUNTY OF HUNTERDON, STATE OF NEW JERSEY._____________ 
BE IT ORDAINED by the Township Committee of the Township of Raritan, County of Hunterdon, State of New Jersey as follows:

Section 1:
A Community Emergency Response Team ("CERT") is hereby established in the Township of Raritan. The Community Emergency Response Team shall be under the supervision and control of the Township Emergency Management Coordinator or  designee.
Section 2:   
Mission, Organization and Purpose.  The mission, organization and purpose of the Township CERT program is to provide volunteer services in the areas of natural and other disasters under the direction of the Township Emergency Management Coordinator to supplement and assist police, fire and emergency management services response to a disaster. Further to provide support to the Township of Raritan and the Township’s designated Emergency Services agencies throughout the year.
  

Section 3:
Membership.  CERT volunteers shall be approved by the Township Committee upon recommendation of the Emergency Management Coordinator. To be considered eligible, a volunteer must be eighteen (18) years of age and reside or work within the Township or surrounding communities.   


Section 4:  
Training.  As the field of emergency service is every changing it is incumbent upon all members to participate on formal CERT sponsored training and through independent initiatives.
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1. Training hours may include:
· Participation in classes conducted by CERT

· Participation in classes conducted by other agencies – with prior approval of the CERT or OEM Coordinator

· Participation in Raritan Township exercises

· FEMA independent study courses

  
Section 5:  This Ordinance shall take effect upon its adoption, passage and publication according to law.
