ORDINANCE #13-11
AN ORDINANCE OF THE TOWNSHIP OF RARITAN, COUNTY OF HUNTERDON AND STATE OF NEW JERSEY TO ACCEPT ADDITIONAL PUBLIC ROADS (Wingover Farm Court, Cherryville Road (also known as Cherryville – Stanton Road), Future Roadway, Rolin’s Mill Road, Demott Road, and Old Clinton Road, all in the Raritan Estates Subdivision) INTO THE TOWNSHIP ROAD SYSTEM

BE IT ORDAINED, by the Mayor and Township Committee of the Township of Raritan as follows:

Section 1.


PUBLIC ROADS AND STREETS is hereby amended to add the following roads in the Raritan Estates Subdivision to the official public roads and streets of the Township of Raritan, and the Township of Raritan does hereby accept the following roads in the Raritan Estates subdivision to the official public roads and streets of the Township of Raritan, which roads have been dedicated in fee title ownership to the Township of Raritan by deeds of dedication between the developers, Stickel Properties, LLC, and the Township recorded in the following deed book and pages in the Hunterdon County Clerk's Office on August 14, 2012:

, 50 feet right of way, portion of Lot 5 in Block 5.01,

Cherryville Road (also known as Cherryville – Stanton Road), 50 feet right of way, portion of Lot 5 in Block 5, Deed Book 2293, Page 337

Future Roadway, 50 feet right of way, portion of Lot 5.25 in Block 5.01, Deed Book 2293, Page 344
Rolin’s Mill Road, 50 feet right of way, portion of Lots 5 & 17 in Blocks 5 & 5.01, 
Deed’Book 2293, Page 352

Demott Road, 
50 feet right of way, portion of Lots 5 & 17 in Blocks 5 & 5.01, Deed Book 2293, Page 360

Old Clinton Road, 50 feet right of way, portion of Lots 5 & 17 in Block 5, 
Deed Book 2293, Page 369

The above referenced roads are shown on a certain map titled “Final Plat for Raritan Estates, Block 5, Lots 5, 7, 8, 9, 17 & 20, Raritan Township, Hunterdon County, New Jersey,” prepared by RBZ Enterprises, Inc., signed by Nicholas Lebo, PLS, dated June 24, 2005, which was recorded/filed in the Hunterdon County Clerk’s Office on September 15, 2005 as Instrument #8559508. 
The above referenced roads are more particularly described by metes and bounds descriptions attached hereto as Schedule A.
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Section 2.


The Township Tax Collector and Assessor are directed to take the aforesaid portion of property off the Township Tax Roll and mark the same exempt as soon as legally possible.

Section 3.  

All real estate taxes through the date of exemption shall be paid in full before the aforesaid Deed is accepted by the Township of Raritan.

Section 4.


If the provision of any article, section, subsection, paragraph, subdivision or clause of this Ordinance shall be judged invalid by any Court of competent jurisdiction, such Order or Judgment shall not effect or invalidate the remainder of any such article, section, subsection, paragraph or clause, and, to this end, the provisions of this Ordinance are hereby declared to be severable.

Section 5.

This Ordinance shall take effect immediately upon final adoption, publication according to law.
