WHEREAS, there is a need to construct safe alternative travel routes for bikes and pedestrians through the Township lands known as the Erich Tract, Block 85, Lot 15.01 as shown on the Master Plan; and

WHEREAS, the Township received a Grant for $100,000 in March, 2011 from NJ Department of Transportation (NJ DOT) for Becks-Cornet Bikeway and Pedestrian Trail Project; and

WHEREAS, the engineer cost estimate prepared by the former Township Engineer, Fred Coppola on July 14, 2010 was approximately $330,000.00; and
WHEREAS, there are other costs associated with the project that are not able to be reimbursed by the NJ DOT grant such as NJDEP permits, Hunterdon Soil Conservation District Certification, ground surveying or aerial topography and design; and

WHEREAS, since no funding was appropriated for this project in 2011 and 2012, the Township is unable to complete the design within the grant amount.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the Township Committee of the Township of Raritan is requesting a six-month extension from the March 24, 2013 award date and is also seeking additional funding for the project to be completed in phases.
