RESOLUTION #14-40


WHEREAS, the Hunterdon Medical Center, a not for profit corporation of the State of New Jersey, performs essential public purposes serving the health, safety and welfare of the residents of the Township of Raritan, the County of Hunterdon and the region; and

WHEREAS, the Hunterdon Medical Center maintains its access roads and parking lots free of snow and ice so that emergency services and the public have access to all of the hospital facilities, including but not limited to the emergency room; and

WHEREAS, because of a shortage of salt, the Hunterdon Medical Center’s contractor has been unable to obtain salt deliveries sufficient to meet the Hunterdon Medical Center’s needs; and

WHEREAS, on February 17, 2014, the Township of Raritan received a salt delivery and the Township has sufficient salt to meet its needs for the immediate future; and

WHEREAS, on February 25, 2014, the Hunterdon Medical Center requested, after exhausting the salt available to it, to borrow up to ten (10) tons of salt from the Township in light of the pending weather forecast, which includes a forecast of snow; and

WHEREAS, the Hunterdon Medical Center will return to the Township the salt immediately upon availability; and

WHEREAS, N.J.S.A. 40A:11-36 allows municipalities to dispose of personal property not needed for public use under certain circumstances; and

WHEREAS, the Township Committee is of the opinion that such circumstances presently exist and that the Township will allow the Hunterdon Medical Center to borrow up to ten (10) tons of salt under the conditions stated in this Resolution in order for the Hunterdon Medical Center to continue to perform an essential public purpose.
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Township Committee of the Township of Raritan, County of Hunterdon, State of New Jersey, as follows:
1. The Township Committee hereby declares that up to ten (10) tons of salt are hereby declared personal property not needed for a public purpose.
2.	That up to ten (10) tons of salt may be borrowed by the Hunterdon Medical Center for a temporary period.
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3.	That the actual amount of salt borrowed be returned to the Township by the Hunterdon Medical Center immediately upon the Hunterdon Medical Center having salt available to it.
4.	That an official of the Hunterdon Medical Center contact the Township Administrator and advise of the exact amount to be borrowed, including the date and time when the salt will be picked up.
5.	That the Hunterdon Medical Center take the steps necessary to ensure that the salt is only used at its facilities and no other.
6.	That this Resolution is limited to this one (1) instance because the health, safety and welfare of its residents is at jeopardy, and that this action by the  Township Committee will not serve as a precedent for anyone, including the Hunterdon Medical Center.
7.	This Resolution shall take effect immediately.
8.	This Resolution expires once the Hunterdon Medical Center has salt available to it but no later than March 4, 2014.
