RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING NON-RECYCLING PERMIT CHANGES



	WHEREAS, the residents of the Township of Raritan are in need of a more efficient method of disposing of non-recyclable materials, brush and tree debris; and

	WHEREAS, the Township of Raritan Department of Public Works has the capacity to accept and process these materials in a more efficient method at no additional cost; and

	WHEREAS, the Township Committee of the Township of Raritan, upon the recommendation of the Superintendent of the Township Department of Public Works, desire to amend the recycling rules and regulations.

	NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, by the Township Committee of the Township of Raritan, in the County of Hunterdon, State of New Jersey, as follows:


1. That the Township of Raritan rules and regulations presently in effect for non-recyclable materials, brush and tree debris, remains in effect with the following exceptions:


a. That the Township of Raritan Department of Public Works shall annually allow Township residents to utilize the non-recycling permit for six drop offs of non-recyclable materials, brush and tree debris.


b. That the Township of Raritan Department of Public Works shall rescind the present restriction on an annual allowance of six, and all Township residents to make multiple drop offs daily or monthly not to exceed a total annual allowance of six drop offs.
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2. That this Resolution shall take effect immediately.
