ORDINANCE #16-02

AN ORDINANCE OF THE TOWNSHIP OF RARITAN AMENDING CHAPTER 15.06, ENTITLED “REGISTRATION AND MAINTENANCE OF PROPERTIES PENDING FORECLOSURE”, OF THE REVISED GENERAL ORDINANCES OF THE TOWNSHIP OF RARITAN TO INCLUDE A MAXIMUM AGGREGATE PENALTY.


	WHEREAS, on July 21, 2015, the Township of Raritan adopted Ordinance 15-05 adding Chapter 15.06 entitled “Registration and Maintenance of Properties Pending Foreclosure” to Title 15 entitled “Buildings and Construction” of The Revised General Ordinances of the Township of Raritan”; and

	WHEREAS, §15.06.090 of Chapter 15.06 establishes penalties for violation of the provisions of Chapter 15.06; and
		
	WHEREAS, the Township Committee now desires to establish a maximum aggregate penalty for violation of Chapter 15.07.

	NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Township Committee of the Township of Raritan, County of Hunterdon and State of New Jersey, that §15.06.090 of Chapter 15.06, entitled “Registration and Maintenance of Properties Pending Foreclosure” of The Revised General Ordinances of the Township of Raritan is hereby amended to read as follows:

	§15.06.090  Violations and Penalties. 
	
	Any person or corporation shall, upon conviction by any court having jurisdiction of a violation of this Chapter, be subject to a fine not to exceed $2,500 per day commencing as of the date of the expiration of the ten (10) day period provided in §15.06.030.  Any person or corporation upon conviction by any Court of a violation of §15.06.050 and/or §15.06.060 shall be subject to a fine not to exceed $1,500 per day, to commence thirty-one (31) days after receipt of the notice or, if the violation presented an imminent risk to public safety and health and was so noticed, commencing eleven (11) days after receipt of the notice. The maximum aggregate monetary penalty for any violation of this Chapter shall be $25,000.00.

	BE IT FURTHER ORDAINED that if any section, subsection, sentence, clause, phrase or portion of this Ordinance is for any reason held to be invalid or unconstitutional by a court of competent jurisdiction, such portion shall be deemed a separate, distinct and independent provision, and such holding shall not affect the validity of the remaining portions hereto.
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This Ordinance shall take effect upon adoption and publication as required by law.
