Superintendent of Public Works, Dirk Struening, said that the price of the mower will be $49,939.20 which is $2,578.40 less than what was anticipated.  He also said that the Public Works Department is in need of a new mower because the current mowers are 17 and 10 years old.  Adm. Pietrefesa said that a resolution will be listed on the August 21, 2012 agenda for authorization to purchase the mower.  He also mentioned that the Township only needs to come up with a down payment of 5%.  In response to questions from the Committee, he said that the 17 year old mower would have to have a value placed on it before it can be sold.  He said that it could be sold through an on-line auction.  The Township is planning to sell an old fire truck the same way.  Comm. King said that he was not convinced that the Public Works Department needs a new mower.

RARITAN TOWNSHIP FIRE COMPANY RE:  LOSAP REPORT FOR THE

Adm. Pietrefesa said that this is a report submitted by the Fire Company.  After the approval by the Committee it then gets posted at the Fire Company for 30 days for anyone to appeal.  Volunteers earn points for different duties.  This is an incentive for members to be compensated depending on the amount of points they earn.  The compensation could be up to $1,100.00.  The fee is set by the State.  Comm. Mangin stated that the Fire Company handles 700 calls per year and also provides back up for other municipalities.  He mentioned that there is a Relief Fund given by the State to firefighters who get injured.  The relief is given based on zip codes.  Because Raritan Township’s zip code is 08822, which is a Flemington address, Flemington Borough gets most of the money.  Comm. Antosiewicz asked what the Township can do to receive its fair share of the money.  Comm. Mangin said that letters have been written to the relief fund and to legislators to no avail.  The relief to Flemington Borough is
