   Craig O’Brien - Administration/Finance/Personnel – No report.

Michael Mangin –RTMUA/Economic Development – Comm. Mangin said he will attend the meeting of the RTMUA on Thursday, December 18, 2014.  There is a special meeting on Friday, December 19, 2014 with the RTMUA regarding capacity issues.  Mayor O’Brien and Comm. Gilbert will be attending.  The County Planner notified the Township Planner regarding the approving CEDS at their December 30, 2014 meeting.  The County distributed the changes regarding COAH and Affordable Housing only.  He will keep the Committee informed.  Comm. Gilbert said that this is not enough time to report comments to the County by December 30, 2014.  The document is huge.  Mayor O’Brien will reach out to the Freeholder Director

Tom Antosiewicz – Public Works/Board of Health/Green Team & Historians
Committee – Comm. Antosiewicz thanked the Committee for 10 years of service to Raritan Township as a volunteer and as an elected official.  He appreciated that the budget has been kept flat for eight years.  Long term debt is now in a position over the next three to four years where the Township can do its own funding.  This is unheard of anywhere in the State of New Jersey, according to the Township Auditor.  He also mentioned the redevelopment of the Yale property.  He thanked the Green 



Team and their continued effort especially with the grants they have received and funneled through the Township via the recertification of the New Jersey Sustainable Program.  Most importantly, the Greenway which has been a 5+ year operation to open up the river to the residents so everyone can enjoy it in a new fashion.  He said that the Raritan Township professionals are the best always insuring the safety of the public.  He thanked the entire Committee and Oliver Elbert who has done an amazing job for securing open space and for having the ability to serve the citizens of the Township.    
  
Karen Gilbert – Flemington-Raritan Schools/Hunterdon Central High School/
Parks & Recreation – Comm. Gilbert said she will miss Comm. Antosiewicz and Comm. Elbert and thanked them for their support.  The Senior Luncheon was held on December 13th and was a great event.  There were about 200 seniors in attendance.  Mayor O’Brien and Mayor Erica Edwards of Flemington Borough, were also in attendance.  She and Mayor O’Brien went on a tour of the Croton Plateau properties.  The Township adopted a resolution supporting $180,000 in Green Acres funding for the New Jersey Conservation Foundation to purchase those properties.  Harold Quinn was the tour guide.  She thanked Amy Greene for putting this tour together.  Mayor O’Brien and the Committee sent their condolences on the loss of Amy Greene’s mother.     

Oliver Elbert – Public Safety/Affordability & Wellness/Rural Quality – Comm. Elbert thanked everyone on the Committee for working hard on a variety of issues especially serving for the last 6 years at a time when the economic environment was not good.  The Committee, all that time, kept taxes under control.  Much of that credit goes to the Township employees who have worked hard while understaffed.  He thanked Attorney Cruz, Adm. Pietrefesa and Clerk Sollena for all their help.  He was confident that things will continue to move forward for Raritan Township.

Comm. Mangin thanked Comm. Elbert and Comm. Antosiewicz for their service to the Township.  Many of the residents do not know what goes on at a public meeting.  The Committeemen provide a service to the Township and whether they agreed or agree to disagree, it was great to have them on the Committee and he appreciated everything they have done for the Township over the last six years.   
		
	UNFINISHED	FORECLOSURE AND ABANDONED PROPERTIES DRAFT ORDINANCE
BUSINESS	Mayor O’Brien said that this was discussed at the last meeting.  The Planner needs more direction for the next round.  She did a great job in putting the basic issues together.  Comm. Gilbert was concerned that the ordinance should not be a tool that is used for neighbors to squeal on other neighbors.  It is an important ordinance for those properties that are becoming a public health and safety threat.  Mayor O’Brien strongly agreed and the said that the ordinance should focus on safety because these properties have not been maintained and have been abandoned.   



***      Lou Reiner, 445 Route 12, said that his concerns were consistent with the
	those of the Committee.  He felt that Township Attorney Cruz was very capable.  He felt that the ordinance should meet the general consensus and objectives of the Committee.  He suggested that the Committee be beyond careful.  He didn’t see a problem if the ordinance stated that owner occupied residential homeowners would be totally exempt from the ordinance.  In this way, the ordinance would be pretty much similar to the tree ordinance in that it excludes private homeowners.  His main focus and concern is for property rights.  He said that Raritan Township is probably the only municipality that does not have a property maintenance ordinance for the simple fact that it has respected individual property rights for so many years.  

Mayor O’Brien said that the Committee should be careful on how it proceeds, however, this is an issue that the Township needs to address.

NEW FIRE TRUCK FUNDING AND BUDGET TRANSFERS

Adm. Pietrefesa said that the resolution in the agenda packet for the purchase of the fire truck was the final version.  The price for the truck is $904,527.89.  It will be purchased from Pierce Manufacturing.  This is a 100 foot ladder truck and purchased under State contract.  The price of $904,527.89 is for the base model plus published options of $123,860.89.  These amounts are in the resolution.  Pierce Manufacturing has provided the Township with a letter acknowledging that this is the total amount that the Township would be responsible for.  The resolution also states that the Fire Department is solely responsible for additional costs and expenses.  There is a budget transfer Resolution #14-236 which transfers $45,000 into the Fire Company expense account to be used for the additional items that are not on the State contract.  The transfers has been reviewed by him, Chief Wetter and Attorney Cruz.  

***      Chief Wetter said that he was very comfortable with the purchase of this fire truck.  

Deputy Mayor Mangin recused himself from the discussion and the vote on Resolution #14-234 and Resolution #14-236 because he is a member of the Fire Company.  .  

Resolution #14-234 – Budget Transfers for the New Fire Truck

Mayor O’Brien said that this resolution requires four (4) affirmative votes for
adoption.

Resolution #14-236 – Purchase of Fire Truck Under State Contract

Comm. Elbert thanked the Committee for utilizing the State contract.  The Township
probably saved several hundred thousand dollars by doing so.  Committeeman-elect
	Chen asked if this was purchased with a bond.  Mayor O’Brien said that there is a bond ordinance which totaled $945,000 with $900,000 in bonds or notes.  The remaining $45,000 was for administrative costs.  Adm. Pietrefesa said that the bond law requires a 5% down payment in cash.  $18,000 came from a reserve for fire equipment and the balance was from the Township budget.

***      Chief Wetter thanked everyone on the Committee for all their hard work and support.  He mentioned that it would take about six to eight months for the truck to be delivered.

HAMPTON CORNER ROAD FLOODING – Mayor O’Brien said that Don Hutchins, Engineer Hajjar and he attended a meeting with the NJ DEP in Trenton.  The NJ DEP concurred that the Township could take on some project to alleviate the flooding.  The Township can move forward on ways to address the situation.  Comm. Mangin asked if the stream belonged to the County or the Township.  Mayor O’Brien said that there are two main roads on Hampton Corner Road.  One is the culvert which the County is responsible for.  The Township is responsible for the road.  He mentioned that Freeholder Director John King is ery supportive of what the Township is trying to do.  

BUDGET TRANSFERS – Adm. Pietrefesa mentioned that one of the transfers is to move money to the Snow Removal Trust Fund.  The balance in the trust account is about $20,000.  Most of the expenditures are for materials.  

PERMANENT APPOINTMENTS FOR POLICE OFFICERS

Chief Tabasko presented an excellent evaluation for Police Officers Brett Szatkowski and Dustin J. Pflug and recommended the permanent appointment for both.

POLICE STAFFING VACANCIES – Chief Tabasko said that two police officers have left the Township to accept positions elsewhere.  He has concluded background investigations and is ready to recommended two officers.  One officer has completed the Academy and the other is a Class II Special.  This officer will have to be sent for 16 days of training at the Morris County Police Academy in order to become certified.  The Township will pay $1,000 to the Academy which is a cost savings to the Township.  He recommended that these two police officers be appointed on January 1, 2015.  It was the consensus of the Committee to appoint two officers effective January 1, 2015.  Chief Tabasko thanked Oliver Elbert and Tom Antosiewicz.  He and Comm. Elbert worked together when Comm. Elbert was Police Commissioner.  He appreciated his work in achieving the Police Department’s goals in very trying times.  He thanked Comm. Antosiewicz for all his work at Hunterdon Central High School.  He was instrumental in securing the police officer at the high school.  He thanked both for their service.

RARITAN TOWNSHIP GREENWAY CONCEPTUAL PLAN IMPLEMENTATION – PHASE I – Comm. Antosiewicz said that Resolution 
#14-240 is scheduled for adoption.  He and Planner Sunyak have been working on the Greenway Plan for about six years.  This plan is to open up the river area on the Raritan side and the Readington side.  Pathways and access points will be established from both respective Townships so that at the end of this process in approximately one decade, people will be able to go from Stanton Station all the way down past RTMUA (Raritan Township Municipal Utilities Authority).  The original intent was to move traffic to Case Boulevard so the road is used for truck traffic.  His personal vision is to have an annual event at the river which would attract thousands of people to that area just like Raritan Borough does.  He has attended that event and it is amazing.  Planner Sunyak and Eng. Hajjar have worked very hard on the first phase of the project.  Readington Township has submitted a letter of support and they are ready to adopt a resolution as well.  

Planner Sunyak said that this is a longtime coming.  There have been public meetings and everyone in that area knows that it is a special historical section of the Township.  Comm. Antosiewicz and the Committee are proponents of the greenway and access to the river.  She thanked everyone on the Committee.  She also thanked Comm. Elbert for his support on this project as well as open space and farmland preservation.  










Comm. Mangin said that this is only a conceptual plan implementation Phase I and not the actual plan.  Planner Sunyak said that after the Bloustein School students did the study, they were fully anticipating that the Township was going to get a Greenway Plan with recommendations and ordinance changes to submit to the Committee.    Unfortunately, Super Storm Sandy hit New Jersey and schools did not meet as often as they should have in that particular year.  This is just the first step in a longer vision for the Raritan River Regional Greenway.  The next step is to update the map of the area.  She will continue to work very closely with Readington Township.    

NEW	ZONING BOARD OF ADJUSTMENT ANNUAL REPORT - 2013 	
BUSINESS	Planner Sunyak said that this is a Municipal Land Use Law requirement.  This report summarizes the activity that occurred at the Zoning Board for the year 2013.  The report contains some recommendations and ordinance revisions.  The 2014 Report will be submitted shortly.  Planner Sunyak said there were eight cell towers in 2013.  These are not new cell towers, only co-location of towers and the swapping of antennas.  New towers would have to come before the Board of Adjustment.  Attorney Cruz said that the Board’s recommendation is very timely because the Federal Communications Commission, within the last month, adopted a new set of regulations dealing with co-location on towers or existing facilities.  One of the requirements of those regulations is that municipalities look at their ordinances to see whether or not they are consistent with the regulations.  The FCC has streamlined the co-location process a great deal, shortened the time limits, shorter than those that are allowed under the Municipal Land Use Law and essentially is looking toward almost granting approval with a formal process if the footprint of the equipment area is not changing or the footprint of the antenna on the towers.  

		 SIGN ORDINANCE DISCUSSION TITLE 16, CHAPTER 16.72 – Planner         
		 Sunyak said that Chapter 16.72 is the sign ordinance.  This ordinance allows for  
	temporary and permanent signage in a variety of different ways.  However, if something is not specifically included in the ordinance, it is prohibited.  Feather flags are not permitted under the Township’s current code.  Temporary signs are allowed, however, they are limited with certain guidelines.  The Planning and Zoning Offices have been very proactive in terms of trying to reach out to the business owners and operators.  Some people have been receptive and taken the signs down.  Some people have not been receptive.  

	Mayor O’Brien said that because it is not specific in the ordinance and because in the past for staffing issues the office has not pursued this issue, he didn’t think that this was a burning issue.  He would like to know what other towns do in this situation.  He said that the Township should be consistent.  Comm. Mangin said he rode on Route 1 in New Jersey and there are so many signs that the business could hardly be seen.  The sign ordinances are in place to keep the town neat.  He agreed that the sign ordinance should be enforced, however, he felt that a notice could go out to the businesses about the sign issue.  Planner Sunyak said that Zoning Inspector Howard Coppari has introduced himself to almost everyone who have these kind of feather signs.  Also there have been a number of outreach efforts via phone calls and letters to businesses to tell them that the feather signs are not permitted under the existing code.  The next step is that, as a Zoning Officer, summonses must be issued.  She agreed that not every town in the State of New Jersey has the same kind of ordinances.

	Comm. Gilbert said that the Committee should review the sign ordinance.  She also felt that there should be something in place that allows business owners to draw attention to their business especially for those businesses that are set back from the highway.  Planner Sunyak said, in answer to Committeeman Chen’s questions, that letters are sent out which give people a certain number of days to remedy the situation.  If they don’t remedy the situation, the next step is that the Township has the ability to write a summons and the business owners then presents themselves to the Judge.  Planner Sunyak said that these signs are put up on either side of driveways and they impede the people’s ability to drive in and out of the driveway safely.  Sometimes these signs block traffic.  Comm. Elbert agreed that these signs are distracting.  Mayor O’Brien said he would like to check into what other municipalities are doing.  Planner Sunyak said that the Township cannot stop enforcing the current code.  If there are businesses that are in violation, they will receive a summons.  Attorney Cruz agreed and said that the Township cannot direct the Planner to enforce the code or not enforce the code just as the Township would not direct the police officer to enforce the traffic laws or not enforce the traffic laws.  It is still within the Planner’s discretion.  Comm. Gilbert said that the Township could let businesses know that it is in the process of reviewing the ordinance.  Planner Sunyak said that the Zoning Officer cannot be selective on who letters go out to.  It would make more sense if the Committee spoke about this in a public forum.  The Committee or the Planning Board could then form a subcommittee to review the sign ordinance, if it so chooses.  The Planning Board would then come back to the Township Committee with recommendations regarding any changes.  The number of signs have increased dramatically in Raritan Township.  Attorney Cruz said that this is a policy decision of whether the Township wants to allow feather signs or banners.  If it is something that the Township wants to allow, the Committee should direct the Planner to propose an ordinance with what may be typical regulations for these feather signs and banners.  The section of the code that the Township should review is Chapter 16.72.030g, 16.72.070d.    











	INSTALLATION OF EXTERIOR DROP BOXES FOR TAX PAYMENTS AND PET LICENSE PAYMENTS – Adm. Pietrefesa said that the Clerk and Tax Collector recommended the installation of drop boxes outside the Municipal Building.  The drop boxes would be used for two purposes; one would be for tax payments and one would be for pet license payments.  The drop boxes would than allow residents to pay for taxes or licenses after hours, on weekends and on holidays.  The boxes cost $385 for the materials and the Public Works Department will install them.  The boxes will be emptied out once a day.  There will be special language on the boxes to make people aware of not placing cash payments in the box. Also no delinquent tax payments can be made.  Attorney Cruz said that this is not unusual for municipalities to have a drop off box either inside the business or outside the building.  The Township will post the rules and regulations on the box.  It makes for a better level of service.  It was the consensus of the Committee to move forward with this project.  

	INSTALLATION OF FIRE HYDRANT RE:  FLEMINGTON BITUMINOUS - 
	Adm. Pietrefesa said that there is a water line required to be installed on Pennsylvania Avenue and a fire hydrant required to be placed at Flemington Bituminous.  This benefited the Township because there is now a water line that could be extended to the Public Works Building.  The fire hydrant will be paid for by the Township.

	CANCELLING APPROPRIATION TO FUND BALANCE – Adm. Pietrefesa said he was able to take excess funds and cancel them to surplus before the end of the year.  In 2014 there was an emergency appropriation in the amount of $20,000 for bituminous concrete for pothole repairs and, at that time, the money had to be raised in the 2015 budget because it wasn’t included in the original tax levy.  Cancelling these funds will offset that.  The resolution for adoption later is in the amount of $33,500 because there were additional funds added to surplus.
