	PHELAN – Chris Phelan did not show up at the meeting.

PUBLIC                It is the policy of the Township Committee that all public comments on an issue 
COMMENT	shall be limited to three minutes per person.  Public comment shall be permitted 
                               on items of concern regarding the agenda only.  In addition, time will be allotted 
                               at the end of the meeting for public comment on any issue.  

	***	Barbara Sachau, Glenway Drive, said that she is not in favor of closing a portion of Hinkly Road.  She also stated that there are many failures associated with energy aggregation.  She wanted to know about a $500.00 payment made to the Loyal Order of Moose.

		Mayor O’Brien said that the payment to Loyal Order of Moose is part of a $52,000 grant that the Township received from Clean Communities.    

	***	Mrs. Sachau said that the minimum and maximum ranges for salaries have increased.  She felt that the maximum ranges need to be adjusted.  She thought that $50 per year for the use of the land for farming by Mr. Watkinson was too low.  The land is worth more.  

		Adm. Pietrefesa said that this is the land that is underneath PSE&G power lines in their right-of-way.

		Mayor O’Brien said that the bulk of the payments on the bill list were for the Board of Education, Hunterdon Central Regional High School and Payroll.  Mayor O’Brien asked about Check #24571 in the amount of $5,094 payable to S.A. Comunale Company.  Adm. Pietrefesa said that this was for work done to one of the fire system piping in the utility room at the Municipal Building.  Comm. Mangin asked about Check #024535 payable for porta johns.  Adm. Pietrefesa said that these are the porta johns that are located in the parks.  Mayor O’Brien asked about Check #2603 payable to Fulton Grounds Maintenance.  Adm. Pietrefesa said this was the No Net Loss Grant for the trees paid from Grant Account #1121.   Mayor O’Brien also asked about Check #061614 payable to the Raritan Township Grant Fund in the amount of $76,666.55.  Adm. Pietrefesa said that these were funds received for the Barley Sheaf sidewalks. Tom Antosiewicz – Public Works/Board of Health/Green Team & Historians
Committee – The Public Works Department is going well.  There will be a Board of Health Meeting on Thursday, July 17, 2014.  The Green Team is striving for the Township’s Sustainable New Jersey Recertification.  The planting of the trees at Blackwell Park turned out great and changed the complexion of the park.  No update from the Local Historians.

Karen Gilbert – Flemington-Raritan Schools/Hunterdon Central High School/
Parks & Recreation – Comm. Gilbert said that she spoke with Claudia Jursik, Director of the Parks and Recreation Committee, about the dog training that is going on at Mine Brook Park on Sunday mornings.  She received a complaint that the dogs are running at large and people are afraid to walk in the park.  Adm. Pietrefesa said that this must be a private group and they would need to have a contract and a Certificate of Insurance.  He sent a letter to the Police Department informing them of this matter.  Comm. Gilbert will also contact the Animal Control Officer.

	UNFINISHED	ENERGY AGGREGATION CONSULTANT – Adm. Pietrefesa said that there is
BUSINESS	an ordinance for introduction to name an energy aggregation consultant.  Attorney Cruz said that the Township solicited responses to questions from three vendors.  All three vendors responded.  The vendors have been evaluated and it was his understanding that the Township Committee is considering to name Gabel Associates from Highland Park, New Jersey as the vendor with the email procurement process under sealed bids.  Mayor O’Brien said that following the adoption of the ordinance on August 19, 2014, there will be a resolution listed for consideration to award a contract.  At the end of this process, the vendor will solicit bids for electric rates and, at that time, the Township will make a final determination.  The rate reduction is about 10% or 15%.  There are several steps still to consider, such as town hall meetings and flyers mailed to the community.    

LOSAP (LENGTH OF SERVICE AWARD PROGRAM) FOR 2014 – Comm. Mangin stepped off the dais and did not participate in any discussions because he a member of the Raritan Township Fire Department.  Mayor O’Brien said that a resolution is listed for consideration to increase the LOSAP to firefighters from $1,100.00 to $1,250.00.  Mayor O’Brien said that this is for the volunteer firefighters to help defray their operating costs.  Comm. Gilbert said that this is well deserved.  Attorney Cruz thanked Adm. Pietrefesa for following up a number of times with the NJ Department of Community Affairs to make sure that the department was aware of the action that the town was taking and that the town was satisfied that it was appropriate.

NON-UNION SALARY ORDINANCE AMENDMENT – Adm. Pietrefesa said that a request was made by the Township Committee to split the positions of the Administrator and Chief Financial Officer.  There is an ordinance for introduction later in the meeting that splits the titles of Administrator and Chief Financial Officer.  The position of Administrator/Chief Financial Officer is also listed as a combined position.  An ordinance was introduced later in the meeting.   Attorney Cruz said that there is no substantive change to the ordinance and there are no changes to salary  minimums and maximums.  This is just breaking down two categories of titles to allow the Township the flexibility, in the future, to select one person in one title or one person in two titles.  Adm. Pietrefesa said there is also a resolution listed that amends the Deputy Clerk hourly rate.  It was listed incorrectly at $17.05 per hour and it should be $17.50 per hour.  Comm. Antosiewicz asked about Sections 4, 5 and 6 in the ordinance which relate to contract negotiations.  He wanted to know if there were variations from one contract to another with regard to longevity.  Adm. Pietrefesa said that there is, however, this covers non-union employees only.  No one in part time positions receive longevity and anyone hired after January 1, 2006 does not receive longevity.

	RENEWAL OF AGREEMENT WITH CENTRAL JERSEY RESOURCE
	CENTER – ADMINISTRATION OF AFFORDABLE HOUSING – Adm. Pietrefesa said that the contract with Central Jersey Resource Center (CJRC) for the Administration of Affordable Housing will expire on June 30, 2014 and must be renewed.  The contract is the same as last year with no increase.  It will be effective from July 1, 2014 through June 30, 2015.  CJRC will validate income requirements and screen individuals who wish to enter into the affordable housing program.  Planner Janie Sunyak said she has a number of concerns to address to COAH (Council on Affordable Housing).  There is a comment period at the end of July.  She will address many concerns and will be making sure that Raritan Township has not been penalized in any way with its obligations.  

	FLEMINGTON-RARITAN PARKS AND RECREATION JOINT
	COMMISSION – TRANSFER OF SOCCER GOALS NOT NEEDED FOR A
	NOMINAL FEE – Comm. Gilbert said that the soccer fields at Tuccamirgan Park in
	Flemington Borough are being refurbished.  The Township has two goals that are not
	being used nor will the Township have any use for them in the future.  The Township
	will transfer the soccer goals to Flemington Borough for a nominal fee.  A resolution 
	was adopted later in the meeting.

	RENEWAL OF FARM LEASE RE:  WILLIAM WATKINSON – PORTION
	OF BLOCK 5, LOT 17.13 – Adm. Pietrefesa said that the Township awarded a bid to Mr. Watkinson for a portion of Block 5, Lot 17.13 for farming.  That lease expired and Mr. Watkinson thought that the lease could be renewed automatically based on what was in the bid specs.  However, the lease could not be extended automatically.   The Township will have to send out new proposals and go out to bid again.  This piece of land is in the JCP&L’s right-of-way.

He does invest money in organic fertilizers and lime and he can plan
	             much better with a multi-year lease.  At this time, it is a hay field.  
	
	Attorney Cruz said that because Mr. Watkinson has planted hay, he should remain on
	the property as a month-to-month tenant at least through the hay season.  Then the
	Township could go out to bid for the next planting season.  In this way, Mr. Watkinson will receive the benefit of the work he has done.  Mr. Watkinson will continue to pay the rent and an escalation prorated for the next three months.  Adm. Pietrefesa said he will prepare a set of specs to go out to bid again in time for the August meeting.  

	Attorney Cruz suggested that Mayor O’Brien ask for a motion to extend the lease on a month-to-month basis and authorize Adm. Pietrefesa to go out to bid for this lease for the period beginning October 1, 2014 through September 30, 2017.  There is no assurance that Mr. Watkinson will be granted the lease in October.  This reinforces why he should be on a month-to-month lease.

NEW		EXTENSION OF 3RD QUARTER, 2014 TAX PAYMENT DATE (IF 
BUSINESS	NECESSARY) – Adm. Pietrefesa said that the tax bills will be going out in the mail before the end of the week.  Since the tax rate was not received in a timely manner, the due date for the 3rd Quarter taxes will be August 12, 2014 instead of August 10, 2014.  However, if anyone fails to pay their 3rd Quarter taxes by August 12, 2014, interest will be charged from August 1, 2014.  An insert was placed in the tax payment envelope explaining this procedure.  A resolution was adopted later in the meeting.  

	REQUEST FROM BARBICHE BROTHERS TO PARK A CONSTRUCTION 
	TRAILER ON KINGS COURT – Planner Sunyak said that a Zoning Permit was requested for Barbiche Brothers for Brookview Holdings which is a property that is located at the end of a cul-de-sac on Kings Court.  Brookview Holdings received Planning Board approval for the construction of a medical warehouse building.  Usually, construction trailers are located on private property.  In this case, the contractor requested that the trailer be placed at the end of the cul-de-sac in the right-of-way.  She wanted to make sure that the Township is aware of this and is not held, in any way, liable in the event that there is an issue with the trailer.  She also wanted to make sure that the trailer is not interfering with any fire hydrants and that the trailer is in a safe location and not near any utility easements.  Also, that Public Works has access to the right-of-way to maintain the street in terms of maintenance and plowing.  Mayor O’Brien said that Mr. Barbiche informed him that the trailer would be parked at that location for six months.

	Attorney Cruz said that if the Township Committee were inclined to grant this request, because this calls for permission to place something within the right-of-way or public street, the Planner does not have the jurisdiction to grant that approval.  He asked that the Committee include the following conditions:  1)  That there be a time limit of six months; 2)  That the contractor prepare, for his review, an indemnification and hold harmless agreement that addresses both property damage and personal injury; 3)  That the developer present the Certificate of Insurance with insurance limits acceptable to the Joint Insurance Fund; 4)  That the contractor coordinate with all emergency services regarding access to the cul-de-sac and the site; 5)  That the contractor post some kind of warning device around the trailer so that the trailer is clearly visible at night and in bad weather; 6)  That the trailer not be placed in any easement areas; 7)  That the contractor be responsible for snow plowing in the winter; 8)  This is not to take effect until the contractor has agreed to meet these conditions; 9)  Instruct the attorney to prepare a memorializing resolution for the next meeting containing these conditions;






NEW		Mayor O’Brien said that he didn’t think that the contractor should be plowing public
BUSINESS	 roads and that Public Works should plow around the trailer.   Mayor O’Brien asked
(Con’t)	 about the insurance that the contractor must provide to the Township.  Adm. Pietrefesa said that the insurance company requires a certain amount of liability.  Mayor O’Brien said that he was glad these issues were raised, however, this is a company that wants to conduct business in Raritan Township and he would not like to make it burdensome.  Attorney Cruz said that the town’s interest should not be compromised.  He said that these are minimal requirements and standard requirements in situations of this type.  Mayor O’Brien said that his concern was for the safety of the town and also being able to support businesses in the town.  Comm. Mangin said that this medical packaging company is a great ratable for the Township.  It will employ many people and is a great energy efficient building.  The contractor should not be held up.    

	Attorney Cruz said that a motion should be made based upon the conditions set forth with a modification on the snow plowing to read that the contractor will coordinate with the Public Works Department.

	Attorney Cruz said that these would be the conditions, if the Committee was so inclined:

	1.  A time limit of six months to January 31, 2015 subject to extensions.
	2.  An indemnification and hold harmless agreement to cover both personal injury and
	     property damage.
	3.  A Certificate of Insurance with limits acceptable to the Joint Insurance Fund.
  	4.  Coordinate with emergency services regarding the ultimate location and access to
	     both the trailer and the site.
	5.  To have some type of reflector or warning device placed on or around the trailer.
	6.  The trailer will not be located within any easement area.
	7.  Snow plowing would be coordinated with the Department of Public Works.
	8.  This authorization is effective upon an oral vote by the Township Committee and
                         the contractor cannot place the trailer in the cul-de-sac until the necessary     
	     agreements and insurance certificates are presented and a direction to Attorney 
	     Cruz to memorialize this in a resolution for the next meeting.
