LIAISON REPORTS

 Michael Mangin - Administration/Finance/Personnel, Board of Health

& Economic Development – There was one approval for a repair to a malfunctioning septic system at the Board of Health.  He met with Michael Krovac about listing vacant properties available in Raritan Township.  Mr. Krovac would send the information to interested companies.    

Oliver Elbert – Rural Quality & Public Works – Comm. Elbert said that the Engineering Department and Public Works have gone over the property where the Eagle Scout trail is going to be built. He also mentioned that there were volunteers at the Urbach property on Saturday cleaning up the site.   
Tom Antosiewicz - Hunterdon Central HS, Green Team & Shared Services – Comm. Antosiewicz said he attended the Scholarship and Athletic Awards Night on May 30, 2013.  A whole host of organizations participated and gave $135,000 in scholarships for graduating seniors.  This did not include the appointments to the Naval and Air Force Academies.  Those scholarships were $200,000 and $300,000 respectively.  The Lions Club donated $3,000 to this effort for two scholarships.  On June 1, 2013 he attended the annual Seniors Spring Luncheon at Hunterdon Central High School given

seniors.  No meeting of the Green Team was held and there are no updates on shared services.  The Historic Committee met and has started to plan out the 300th Anniversary of Hunterdon County.  Mayor Mangin said that he was contacted by Marcia Karrow and wanted to know if the Township wants to hold a special event.  Comm. Elbert suggested fireworks at the Ewing Farm.  Comm. Antosiewicz said he will work with Peter Kinsella of the Historic Committee.  Other suggestions are welcomed.      

Craig O’Brien – RTMUA & Public Safety – Comm. O’Brien said there are three candidates for the service academies from Raritan Township this year.  The academies are the most competitive.  He mentioned the passing of Donald Montross a long time employee of Raritan Township.  Thoughts and prayers go out to his family.  He applauded the Police Department for the excellent job they did in responding quickly to a murder.

It was the consensus of the Committee to appoint John Tully.  Attorney Willard will check into this appointment.

FACILITY – Adm. Pietrefesa said that the Safety Officer Don Hutchins annually

invites PEOSHA to do inspections of the facility.  The Department of Public Works passed with flying colors.  This will help with the Safety Recognition Program.  


SUPER BOWL HOST COMMITTEE – Adm. Pietrefesa said that if the Township wants to do anything regarding the Super Bowl, the Host Committee would need to know about it.  Super Bowl insignias or logos cannot be used without their permission.


CENTRAL JERSEY HOUSING RESOURCE CENTER RE:  AFFORDABLE HOUSING – Adm. Pietrefesa said that there is a contract in place each year with the agency that does the coordination for the moderate and low income rental units to market them.  They make sure that the rentals are in accordance with the COAH Plan. The new contract will see a 1.39% increase over the prior contract.  The increase is $610.00.  All the money comes out of the Housing Trust Fund.  A resolution was adopted later in the meeting.
