MEETING
Mayor Mangin called the regular meeting to order at:  7:08 p.m.
CALLED

Bob MacDonald, Troop 62, said he would like to connect the Township trail at Lone Cedar Park to the County trail at the Stanton Station section of South Branch Reservation.  He plans to mow it and mark the trail.  There is about 1,500 feet of land and will connect both trails.

ERIC HINELINE – APPEAL OF REVOCATION OF TOWING LICENSE 

***
Robert Bernot, Attorney, is representing Mr. Eric Hineline and his wife, Patricia Hineline, owners and operators of Hineline Towing.  At the last meeting, Chief Tabasko, Lt. Nick Buck and Eric Hineline gave testimony to the incident that occurred at Hineline’s Garage.

There were no questions from the Township Committee.

***
Attorney Bernot said that there is a State Statute Title 40:48-2.49.  This statute states that the municipality may adopt an ordinance that shall set forth non discriminatory and non exclusionary regulations governing operations engaged in towing.  The regulations shall include, but not be limited to, schedule fees and charges. Section B states that minimum standards of operator performance including, but not limited to, standards concerning the adequacy of equipment and facilities availability.  Also response time and the security of vehicles towed and stored.  Section C states that the designation of a municipal 


officer or agency will enforce the provisions of the ordinance in accordance with due process of law.  He mentioned that the Township ordinance predates this statute by 10 years.  The Township ordinance does not conform to State statute. There are no guidelines, just the ordinance itself.  The Police Chief has the sole discretion to grant the license.  Mr. Bernot said that there is nothing in writing from the Police Chief indicating his reasons for the suspension and then revocation of the license.  There was never an explanation of why that was done.  He said that there has not been any due process given to Mr. Hineline

and he was not given any reasons, in writing, why his license was revoked.  He felt that there was no legal basis to revoke Mr. Hineline’s Towing for use of a politically incorrect term.  The State statute says that the Town Council is the one to set the minimum standards.  Mr. Hineline has been suspended and, as a result of that, he has lost revenue.  He submits that under the circumstances that is enough of a punishment for use of the term, which Mr. Hineline denies, especially when there are no guidelines.

Chief Tabasko said that his main concern is that this comes down to credibility.


The Flemington Borough Police Officers gave testimony and read from their reports.  He did understand Mr. Hineline defending himself and Mr. Hinelines’s wife defending her husband.  The only thing he did not like were the lies being told by Mr. Hineline’s counsel.  Attorney Benot made reference of an offensive phone call from the Chief.  Police Chief Tabasko wanted a tape of the conversation.  


Attorney Willard said that the statute Attorney Benot was referring to is 

NJSA 40:48-2.49.  That particular statute authorizes the Township Committee to adopt an ordinance setting forth nondiscriminatory and non exclusionary regulations governing operators engaged in the business of removing and storing motor vehicles.  The regulations shall include, but not be limited to, schedule fees and charges. Any person that calls the Township for towing after an accident is expected to be treated in a professional manner.  Standard professionalism should govern no matter what.  Someone that didn’t act in a professional manner, would expect that they would not be licensed to tow for the Township any more.  He said that, in the future, the Township should develop more clear standards.  It is now up to the Committee to decide what to do in the form of a motion to: 1)  reinstate Mr. Hineline’s privileges or 2) a motion to not reinstate Mr. Hineline.

Mayor Mangin said that Mr. Hineline could reapply for a towing license at the renewal process.  Comm. O’Brien thanked the officers from Flemington Borough for coming in and testifying.  The Township adopted an ordinance that empowers the Police Chief to manage the towing operations.  The Chief can use that discretion to make sure that the Township has the highest caliber of people.  He expects the Chief to enforce provisions for professionalism and respect for the clients.  He said that he is not in any position to define what terms are okay and what terms are not.  That is called judgment.  He supports the decision of Chief Tabasko to revoke Mr. Hineline’s license.  There has been testimony from two police officers who have had one direct conversation with Mr. Hineline and one conversation with Mr. Herebian and both are saying essentially the same thing.  Mr. Hineline, in a quote, said that he concedes he may have called Mr. Herbeian a jackass.  He recommended that the Township

maintains the revocation which allows Mr. Hineline the option to renew his license.   He will have missed the rotation twice.  It does not prevent the Hinelines from pursuing their business in every other aspect except representing the Township of Raritan.  Comm. Elbert wanted to know if there were any other options for probationary periods.  Attorney Willard said that he could be suspended for a period of time.  Mayor Mangin said that the Township Committee should take a look at the current ordinance and draft some additional guidelines.  Chief Tabasko said that there will probably be a new ordinance in place by the time the renewals are received.  He has some sample ordinances from other towns to review with Comm. O’Brien and the Township Committee.  Mayor Mangin said that whatever happens in the decision of the Committee, and if Mr. Hineline reapplies for his towing license, he will be treated as any other applicant and will be treated fairly.    


Comm. O’Brien made a motion for the suspension of Mr. Hineline’s Towing License until October.  Comm. Elbert asked the Chief if that was a proper time period or if there was another time period.  Chief Tabasko was deeply concerned that, at the last Township Committee Meeting, even when the license was being put out there for revocation, Mr. Hineline was not able to control his emotions.  Mr. Hineline made a comment about slapping Chief Tabasko in the face.  Mr. Hineline does not know how to control his anger and the Chief does not want to subject the citizens to that.  The net effect of the suspension will be three weeks.  The motion was seconded by Comm. Antosiewicz.

Mangin – Mayor Mangin told Mr. Hineline that this was not his intention nor was it the Township Committee’s intention to put him down financially.  There is a concern that people being towed in this municipality are treated well and treated professionally.  He said he would support Chief Tabasko’s decision and the comments of the Flemington Borough Police Department and vote for the revocation of Mr. Hineline’s towing license.  Mr. Hineline can reapply if he wishes to do so.

 Michael Mangin - Administration/Finance/Personnel, Board of Health

& Economic Development – Mayor Mangin said that as far as administration and personnel there are several issues that are currently under review that he cannot discuss.  He said that the Adopt-a-Road Program is great.  Several businesses have adopted a road and it is working out great.  He mentioned that he received a letter from Court Administrator Lynne Timlin who was out for a period of time.  She said that her staff picked up and filled in for her.  One septic system was approved by the Board of Health.  New projects have slowed down at the Planning Board.  Adm. Pietrefesa said that the Township was awarded $1,000 for safety measures.  Raritan Township was one out of three municipalities receiving the award.  He congratulated the Public Works Department, Emergency Management and the Fire Marshall’s Office.

this Sunday, May 26, 2013, the Farmer’s Market located at the Dvoor Farm will be opening.  There will be a ribbon cutting ceremony.  He was in agreement about the Adopt-a-Road Project.
Tom Antosiewicz - Hunterdon Central HS, Green Team & Shared Services – Comm. Antosiewicz also agreed and said how great the Adopt-a-Road Project is.  He called attention to the new Township Seal.
Craig O’Brien – RTMUA – Comm. O’Brien said that the Township is in the process of hiring new police officers.

AUTUMN LEAF DRIVE EXTENSION – Mayor Mangin said that he asked
BUSINESS
that a letter to go out to the residents to find out how many were in favor or not in favor of the Autumn Leaf Drive extension.  Twenty people did not respond.  Twenty-five residents were opposed and ten were in favor of the extension.  The subdivision known as Hi Gear never came about and, because of that, the Township was in no hurry to extend the road.  Another alternative was to have part of Autumn Leaf designated as a fire lane with a cost of about $17,000.  It would be used by emergency services.  


Eng. Hajjar said that the areas spoken about are not only Kentview Estates and Spring Hollow, but include about seven subdivisions.  The area goes from Hampton Corner Road to Route 12.  Mountain View at Hunterdon was just approved for 110 lots.  The Master Plan that dates back to 2001 extends Autumn Leaf Drive from Johanna Farms Road all the way to Route 12, crossing Route 523.  The Master Plan also defines Autumn Leaf as a collector street.  A collector street is to conduct and distribute traffic between local streets and county roads and highways. There are no driveways on Autumn Leaf Drive so there is no access to any of the homes.  Bonetown Road is narrow, steep and in bad shape and has a 90 degree horizontal curve.  This makes it very unsafe for heavy traffic volume.  It is also not designed as a collector street.  He also read a letter from Frank Veneziale, Emergency Management Coordinator which stated that all emergency services staff including the Chief and the President of the Fire Department and Rescue Squad are in support of the extension of Autumn Leaf Drive.  If the road is not extended, emergency services will accept the alternate emergency road.  


Mayor Mangin said that the total cost for the extension will be $499,000.  The bonding will be at a cost of $319,000.  The capital improvement fund is $17,000 from the prior years’ budgets.

***     Don Atkinson, 7 Blossom Lane, said he was surprised by some of the

           The development was approved under the Mintz Corporation for Phases I, II   


                                           and III.  Calton Homes bought the last phase from Mintz.  He also was           concerned that the current emergency road is blocked with logs.  He also felt  that $500,000 is too much money for the cost of the extension of the road and most of the residents in that area do not want the road extended.



***
Kirk Frey, 16 Manchur Court, said that the petition that they had the residents sign actually had ten additional listed as not responding.  This would change the numbers from10 for, 25 against to 10 for, 35 against the expansion.  It becomes 19% for the expansion and 66% against the expansion.



***
Dan Amabile, 5 Manchester Court, said that the number one issue is safety.  He is in favor of the fire lane that would cost only $17,000.  The majority of the residents said they were not in favor of the extension.  He said he spoke with the Board of Education and the Transportation Department and there has been no discussion about having a bus stop on Autumn Leaf.  


***
Bob Hendershot, 2 April Lane, said that the bus stop is in front of his house and double parking does occur.  Five times a day in the morning and five times a day in the afternoon.  Because of this unsafe situation, he almost hit one of the kids.    


***
Mrs. Weisempacher, Bonetown Road, said that she has lived on that road for fifty-five years and knows the area very well.  She felt that there is too much swamp land for a road extension.  The 49 acres that was owned by HiGear has now been sold.  She felt that three quarters of one million dollars was too much to go from Autumn Leaf across Route 523 through the swamp land and up to Route 12.  She felt that the traffic will increase.  She couldn’t see why the Township wanted to spend $500,000 for the extension when an alternative stone road for emergency access would only cost $17,534.00.  


Mayor Mangin asked for a motion to authorize the Township Engineer to move forward with the project and to go out to bid.  


Motion was made by Comm. O’Brien and seconded by Comm. Antosiewicz.

Mayor Mangin said that this project has already been budgeted.  He also said that it

was the past Committees that stalled the project.  There is the dormant Hi Gear
(Con’t)
property that was sold.  The new owners may come before the Planning Board and make application to build.  This connector road has been in the Master Plan for quite some time.  Comm. O’Brien said that his first and foremost concern has been for safety.  Comm. Antosiewicz also was concerned about the safety aspect.  He mentioned that the fire gate should be opened up for access to that community.  He was also concerned about the steepness of the slopes.  He suggested that if the road is extended, then speed bumps should be installed.  Comm. Elbert said that it does seem like a large amount of money for the road extension and is not sure it makes any sense until he receives more information.  The fire lane sounds like a good idea.  Comm. Antosiewicz said that something definitely needs to be done from a safety perspective so, minimally, the road needs to be opened up and graveled.  


Township Engineer Hajjar said that everything in the neighborhood was designed and planned based on the extension, especially the Hilltop Development.  If there is no extension, then there will be no traffic light installed at the intersection of Route 12 and Hinkley Road.  There will also be site distance problems.  He reiterated that 110 homes are going to be built and there will definitely be increased traffic.

LEASE OF LAND FOR FARMING – BLOCK 5, LOT 17.13 – Adm. Pietrefesa

said that he was directed to go out to bid for farming for a portion of land that the 
(Con’t)
Township owns.  He put together specifications which were advertised on the web page.  Quotes were received on May 14, 2013.  Mr. Watkinson was the only person who submitted a quote.  He offered $50.00 per year for the lease.  The only exception he had was about the insurance.  Mr. Watkinson is not a corporation and he does not have employees so he asked that the Township waive the any requirement for workers compensation.  Adm. Pietrefesa said he did not have a problem with that.  Comm. Elbert said that it is a good idea to have Mr. Watknison farm the property.  In this way, the Public Works Department would not have to mow.  Adm. Pietrefesa said that the entire piece that will be farmed is in the power company right-of-way, directly under the power lines, however, they have been farming this for many years.  A resolution was adopted later in the meeting.


COAH FEE STATUS – Mayor Mangin said he received a letter from COAH requesting that he attest to the funds that the Township has in the COAH Fund Account, dates and amounts.  Since then, he has learned from the Township’s COAH council that there is an injunction on the request and Attorney John Belardo advised the Mayor not to respond.  Adm. Pietrefesa said that the Attorney General’s office has filed an appeal.  The Township will not be in any violation if the request is not answered.  


UPPER RARITAN WATER QUALITY MANAGEMENT PLAN – Adm. Pietrefesa said that this is the proposed change in the amendment to the sewer service area that was discussed earlier in the year.  After the Committee voted, the State and the County had to do certain things to effectuate the changes.  Unfortunately, the Township Committee voted to change the southern tip of the sewer service area on Route 202 and not include it in the plan.  What the State has to do now is to advertise the plan as originally proposed and, at the same time, propose an amendment to effectuate what the Township wants to do.  A resolution has to be adopted agreeing to the change the State will make.  Mayor Mangin said that the Committee removed the southern portion of Route 202 from the plan because of a possible cost of over $20 million to the Raritan Township Municipal Utilities Authority (RTMUA) for an  expansion.  Planner Sunyak said that the reasoning behind not including the southern portion but including the residential portion of Route 202 was because of known failing septic systems.  This would be a way for the older developments to have the potential of connecting to the sewer system.  A resolution was adopted later in the meeting.
