The Township Committee of the Township of Raritan met on November 8, 2012 
at the Municipal Building, One Municipal Drive, Flemington, New Jersey 

MEETING
Mayor Elbert called the regular meeting to order at 7:05 p.m.
CALLED

ROLL CALL
The following were present: Mayor Oliver Elbert, Deputy Mayor Michael Mangin, Comm. Gary Hazard, Comm. John King and Comm. Thomas Antosiewicz.  Also present was Adm. Allan Pietrefesa and Attorney William Willard.

Mayor Elbert advised that the meeting was advertised in accordance with the

ADVERTISED 
Open Public Meetings Act in the January 12, 2012 issue of the Hunterdon County Democrat and was posted on the office bulletin board and the Township Website.      


PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE & MOMENT OF SILENCE


Mayor Elbert asked all to join in the Pledge of Allegiance to our Flag and to remain standing for a Moment of Silence to Remember our Men and Women serving in the Armed Forces and in Particular Those Serving In Troubled Areas Around the World.

It is the policy of the Township Committee that all public comments on an issue shall

be limited to three minutes per person.  Public comment shall be permitted on items of concern regarding the agenda only.  In addition, time will be allotted at the end of the meeting for public comment on any issue.  


***
Frank Veneziale, Emergency Management Coordinator, said that Hurricane Sandy left 72% of Raritan Township’s residents without power (6,700 residents)  The 9-1-1 Call Center received 755 calls between 8:00 p.m. and Midnight.  As of 6:45 p.m. on November 8th, there were still 1,568 customers without power.  The Fire Department, Police Department and Rescue Squad worked from the first wind that blew in answering calls for assistance.  From downed trees, arching wires, reported structure fires and normal response calls which, under the circumstances, proved very difficult.  The Department of Public Works remained staffed for the initial 36 hours to clear as much debris and assist emergency responders.   The Office of Emergency Management will continue to communicate with Hunterdon County and residents.  The shelter continues to run 24/7 by the County on Route 12 and warming and charging stations have been set up at the Municipal Building and JPCase Middle School. Street by street assessments were conducted by both DPW and the OEM staff.  Residents were checked on through site visits, police interactions, friends and relative requests.  There was no internet or cable at the Municipal Building which created obstacles and additional work.  He also mentioned that radio

          failure interrupted the Township-wide communications ability during the

          storm and continues to persist now in the recovery operations.  He thanked 
(Con’t)
          all the officials for answering phone calls which was a great help to him and his staff.  He felt that there should be better communication with Jersey Central Power and Light.  


Comm. King thanked Mr. Veneziale and the volunteers for doing a great job.  Comm. Mangin said that Mr. Veneziale put many hours into this situation.  He asked Mr. Veneziale to put a list together because the Committee would like to meet with JCP&L.  The Fire Company asked JCP&L to do cut and run.  The Township was going to use its own firefighters walking up the street to clear roads.  JCP&L denied the Township 11 times.  Comm. King would also like to have a process where the Township could discuss what is going to happen on a local basis and any improvements that could be made, together with the County.   This will enable the Township to work faster and better.  Comm. Hazard said that there are barriers that were put in place to warn the residents of dangerous areas.  Comm. King wanted to know if Mr. Veneziale knew specific areas where customers are out of power.

Mr. Veneziale said that they know of the specific areas and hopes to narrow down the list.  The Police have also been made aware of the specific areas and are providing extra patrols and security.  There are still some dangerous areas including River Road, Clover Hill Road and Bonetown Road.    


Comm. Antosiewicz thanked Mr. Veneziale.  He thought that the next step would be to form a safety committee.  It will have to involve having enough equipment, process change, communications and additional manpower to make sure the Township is providing a better response.  


Adm. Pietrefesa thanked Mr. Veneziale on the work he and the volunteers did.  He was in the office on Tuesday and Wednesday, along with other staff.  The Construction Official came in on Saturday to help open businesses.  The Township also had problems with limited gasoline and diesel fuel.  A gas delivery was made on September 8th.  He mentioned that too many people are passing the barricades that were set up in dangerous areas.  Comm. Hazard said that the Police Chief is aware of people’s behavior.  Comm. Mangin said that Mr. Veneziale prepared a four page document outlining the help that was provided.  He was not sure, however, if the message went out.  There should be some sort of procedure that could help get the message out.

***     Mr. Veneziale said that communication is key.  All the organizations,

            including sports, were tapped into in order to get the message across.  He 
(Con’t)
            remarked that all 21 counties were declared a disaster.  FEMA will reimburse for recovery costs.


***
Stu Miller, 4 Persimmon Court, was disappointed in the service of JCP&L.  He saw trucks parked on streets, however, no one was working.  It took 11 days for his power to come back on.  He wanted to know if anyone has spoken to JCP&L and also if anyone complained to the BPU.  He felt that Ron Morano, spokesman for JCP&L, was no help to him.

Mark Peters, 23 Timberwick Drive, congratulated Comm. King and Comm. Hazard for their successful campaigns on being elected.  He asked if he could volunteer his time.  He would like to see the Committee team up with Readington Township who was even hit harder than Raritan Township.  There are two schools that are still out of power.  He felt that JCP&L should have had better communication with the Township in setting up a plan of action.  He also felt that the Township should complain to the BPU.  There definitely needs to be better communication.  Their website and data is terrible.  He is currently serving on the Board of Health and would like to volunteer and help out in any way he can.

Adm. Pietrefesa reported that the Borough of Flemington paid the amount due in October for use of the court room.  East Amwell has always been up to date with the payments for Police Shared Services.  The delinquent tax revenue has exceeded the Township’s expectations.  

Budget Transfers (4 Votes Needed for Adoption of Resolution #12-202)


Adm. Pietrefesa said that he prepared a short list of budget transfers.  The original resolution in the packet was changed for Department of Public Works Salary and Wages from $2,000 to $4,000.  A memo was received from the Division of Local Government Services stating that money put aside in a special Snow Removal Trust Account could be used for Hurricane Sandy storm related purposes.  There is no need, at this time, to remove any money from the Snow Trust Account.

Mayor Elbert thanked everyone on the Committee for working so hard during and after the hurricane.  He also thanked the Office of Emergency Management, the Department of Public Works, Administration and Staff.

John King – Public Works – Comm. King thanked the Public Works Department for 
(Con’t)
all they did during Hurricane Sandy and asked that Supt. Struening speak to the Committee about it.  He also mentioned that there is a thank you letter in the agenda packet to Supt. Struening.  


Supt. Struening said that with the storm and the snow, his department has been very busy.  The DPW opened up recycling to residents to bring brush and trees.  There will be no punch on the recycling card and others must prove that they are residents.  In the last five days, there have been over 450 residents that dropped off brush.  He said that the dropping off of brush should be made available for quite some time.  He asked that the Committee set up an expiration date.  Supt. Struening said that FEMA will reimburse 60% of the costs involved.  Comm. Antosiewicz suggested that Supt. Struening recommend a date when the brush drop off can terminate.  It was the consensus of the Committee to end the special program for brush drop off on January 31, 2013.  Supt Struening said that Public Works will be collecting brush and treers that are blocking the roads.    


Michael Mangin – Economic Development & Board of Health – Comm. Mangin said that there is no report with regard to the Board of Health.  He reported on items that could help small businesses starting with a $500,000 line of credit from EDA with exempt fees and not having to wait for board approval.  A bank loan could be processed immediately.  He would like this to be printed in the Hunterdon County Democrat.  The State set up a Disaster Unemployment Fund for people that were laid off from their jobs due to Hurricane Sandy.   



Gary Hazard – Parks & Recreation, Public Safety/Affordability & Wellness – Comm. Hazard thanked everyone for teaming up including the Office of Emergency Management, Public Works, Police, Fire & Rescue.  The volunteers were absolutely great.  There were about 80 people that utilized the shelter on Route 12.  They had food, shelter and water.  Everything was donated.  The parks and schools are okay.

Mayor Elbert said that, at the Committee’s request, Ken Bogden meet with the Planning Board to explain this and get their feedback as well as feedback from the RTMUA.  The Township asked the NJ DEP for an extension beyond November 12th, however, the request was not granted.

Planner Sunyak gave an overview of this matter to the Committee.  There were two 
BUSINESS
areas that were discussed by the Planning Board.  The 1st area dealt with residential 
(Con’t)
neighborhoods from a map dated October 10, 2012.  The areas included Hunterdon Hills, Windy Hills, Jessica and Jordan Estates, Deerwood Estates and Twin Point  and also portions of Meadow Run.  These areas are west of Old York Road.  These subdivisions are on septic systems.  The areas in questions have also been reported to the County in the past regarding failing septic systems in the R-3 Zone.  There has been discussion regarding the expansion of the sewer service area to those areas mainly for the health and safety of the public.  The 2nd area which is identified as the Commercial Zones, B-2 and B-5 Districts, contain about 50 properties of which 5 are vacant.  These properties are south of the Exxon tank site.  The Planning Board discussed this at their last meeting on October 26, 2012.  It decided  that the Township Committee should get further clarification prior to the Township taking a position regarding the southern tail (area 2) as identified on the proposed future sewer service map.  The Planning Board was also concerned about the health and safety of the public and the importance that area 1 (the residential area) not be jeopardized by the inclusion of the commercial zones.       



Comm. Mangin said that he was not clear on the procedure.  If Committee elects to disregard part of it, can the Township then go back and give someone the okay without applying again to the NJ DEP.  In other words, if someone is cut out of the area, would they be cut out of the area forever.     

***      Ken Bogden, Hunterdon County Planning Board, said that there are rules that NJ DEP follows, however, there is also legislation that was passed in January.  There seems to be some confusion of the procedure that is to take place.  Procedural questions can only be answered by the NJ DEP.      


Mayor Elbert said he was concerned about capacity and how much it would cost if the plant has to be expanded.  


***
Bruce Miller, Administrator, Raritan Township Municipal Utilities Authority (RTMUA), said that at present the plant is equipped to handle 3,800,000 gallons per day.  The plant is run at 80% capacity.  There is also some reserve capacity figured into that.  If the plant goes beyond that capacity, it then becomes a long process with the NJ DEP.  With these two areas, area 1 (residential) comes to about 144,000 gallons a day additional.  Area 2 (commercial) comes to about 130,000 gallons per day additional.  If the plant goes to 100%, the NJ DEP will not let the Township hook up any properties to the sewer system.  At this time, the RTMUA can hook up 1,500 gallons per day.  In an area where there is no sewer service, 2,000 gallons per day could be hooked up with a septic system. A classic example of this is the Mercedes

Dealership on Route 31.  The capacity is exactly 1,500 gallons per day.  They

could not receive any additional capacity.  A very expensive car wash 

(Con’t)

was installed at the dealership.  Everything south of the Exxon tanks is on septic systems; Verducci’s, Copper Hill Golf Course, Metro Diner, Reagent Chemical.and James Toyota.  There are areas such as Raritan Gardens, Broad Acres, Forest View and River View which have been in the sewer service area, however, they are not hooked up to sewers and should be because of some failing septic systems.    


Mayor Elbert suggested that the residential area be included in the sewer service area and not the commercial areas.  He is also concerned about building more capacity which would be around $12 million for the first upgrade.  He felt it would be a burden on the residents to absorb that cost.


***
Mr. Miller said that the cost would be $12 million to expand and it must be paid by the ratepayers on an equal basis.  


***
Mr. Bogen said that this is only Phase I of the County Wastewater Management Plan which does not look at capacity.  If the County follows through with the Wastewater Management Plan for the municipality, then the capacity would have to be looked into.    

Planner Sunyak said that there has been much confusion in the last couple of weeks regarding the impact to the individual property owners on whether they can have the ability to have on site septic systems without having to go before the NJ DEP.  She tried to facilitate a meeting with the NJ DEP.  Unfortunately due to the hurricane, the meetings were postponed.   

***
Nancy Wohlleb, Hatch, Mott, MacDonald, said that to connect to the sewer, the RTMUA has a policy for up to 5 EDU’s which is the equivalent of 1,500 gallons per day.  Over the years, when the RTMUA has received capacity back, they have gone on a point system.  If the Route 202 Corridor were included, the RTMUA would have to determine how much capacity that area would need.  She felt that the plant would probably have to be expanded.

Peter Kinsella, RTMUA, said that if the RTMUA has to expand the plant to 4.4 million gallons per day it would cost between $12 and $15 million.

Ken Bogen said that this is only Phase I of the Wastewater Management Plan.

If it goes to Phase II, that is when the capacity has to be revisited.  This is only 
(Con’t)

for the adoption of the Sewer Service Area Map by the NJ DEP.  A public hearing was held on October 15, 2012 and a map was submitted to the NJ DEP.  The NJ DEP has the ultimate decision and can adopt the map if it decides to do so.      


***
Peter Kinsella, RTMUA, said that the fact of condition of the residential subdivisions and the fact that there have been septic failures, this must be the first priority.  The RTMUA’s first responsibility is to the existing residents that live in the Township.   

Comm. King asked Mr. Kinsella if the Township will ever expand its plant.  


***
Mr. Kinsella did not have the answer.  If that should happen, the ratepayers will have to pay for the expansion. 

It was the consensus of the Committee to oppose the inclusion of the commercial properties in the Sewer Service Area based upon the limited information and the sewer capacity.

Resolution #12-165A was adopted later in the meeting with the following changes read by Mr. Willard:


Whereas, the Township Committee is opposed to any expansion of the current plan which corresponds with the B-2 Commercial District and the B-5 Low Intensity District along Router 202/31 in the southern portion of Raritan Township, roughly south of the former Exxon site.  


Mr. Willard said that while the Township Committee does not want to impede the property owner from developing these properties, it is concerned with the cost of improvements to extend the Sewer Service Area and the necessary sewer plan upgrades that may be required by including these properties in the plan.

NEW                      INTERN REPORT RE:  STATE HEALTH BENEFITS PROGRAM

***     Vidhaath Sripathi, Senior at Hunterdon Central Regional High School, said that he and former Committeeman Richard Kuhrt requested that a presentation be made to the Township Committee.  He did an analysis on the local government health care selection process and focused his research on Raritan Township.  He said that the nuances of just selecting a simple health care plan are extremely intricate and requires a lot of focus, negotiation and compromise. Many of the economic figures that he used in the report were given to him by Adm. Pietrefesa with regard to the current premium rates, copays and benefit levels. He received other numbers from the government publications by the Department of Treasury and its Division of Pensions and Benefits.  The Office of the State Comptroller gave a press release on a report that New Jersey local governments could save more than $100 million each year by opting for the State Health Plan instead of pricey alternatives.  He found out that Raritan Township was one of the municipalities that did not participate in the State Health Plan.  Adm. Pietrefesa informed him that the Oxford Plan was more economically viable than the State Health Plan.  Mr. Sripathi did agree with Adm. Pietrefesa.  The teacher’s union (NJEA) protested the State Health Plan because they lost collective bargaining power because of the State’s power to unilaterally change their plans.  He commented on the Township’s broker, Willis Group, which is a major multi national group.  The Township has used other insurance brokers in the past.  Mr. Sripathi thanked the Committee for giving him the opportunity to make this presentation.    

Comm. Mangin said that Mr. Sripathi had a very good perspective of what happens in 


the process, however, it changes a little when the Township is dealing with unions.  He 


thanked him for doing a great job and being very thorough.  Comm. Hazard agreed. 

Comm. Antosiewicz commented that Mr. Sripathi’s efforts were tremendous and the 


output was superior.

***     Frank Veneziale, OEM Coordinator, said that the policies and procedures were 

           modeled after Readington Township’S CERT program.  The CERT gives the

           Township an opportunity to gather volunteers and train them.  The volunteers

           can also be used in non emergency situations.


POLICE REMEDIATION CONSULTANT CONTRACT AMENDMENT – 


Adm. Pietrefesa said that this is the contract amendment which, at budget time, was anticipated that additional funding would be needed to keep the process going.  The last time the contract was amended was in 2010.  The additional $3,000 would be for the rest of the tasks that are required.  The company will then come up with a report 



and let the Township know what the next step will be.  A resolution was adopted later 



in the meeting.    


RIVER ROAD WEIGHT RESTRICTIONS STATUS – Planner Sunyak said that the Township is working on setting up a meeting with the NJ DOT to look at the areas that are being recommended in terms of River Road from Case Boulevard to Route 202 and River Road from Bartles Corner Road to Route 31.  She is working on a draft ordinance that is modeled after the adjacent municipalities.  There also has to be consent from the adjoining municipalities.  She will have additional information in the next few weeks.  She mentioned that she had the opportunity to attend two classes at the Bloustein School.  The advisor, Carlos Rodriguez would like to set up a date for when the students can present their findings. The meeting will be set up on December 12, 2012 at 6:00 p.m. for about 45 minutes.  The Planning Board Meeting will follow. Adm. Pietrefesa was concerned that if more than two Committeemen were in the audience, if it would constitute a meeting that would have to be advertised with the Clerk present and minutes taken.  It was not stated if this would be a meeting of the Township Committee.



GREEN ACRES DENIAL FOR PROJECT #1021-96-131 LAND ACQUISITION PLAN – Planner Sunyak said that this is a standard form letter from Green Acres in response to a letter that was submitted by the Township.  She spoke with representative Pam Thiers, and discussed the continuing purchasing of land.

TON – Adm. Pietrefesa said that the Township enters into a Cooperative Purchasing Agreement with Hunterdon County each year.  It was reviewed by Supt. Dirk Struening and he recommended that the Township would save money through this system.  A resolution was adopted later in the meeting.

                               ***    Chris Reed, CGA Law Firm, representing United Federal Data and Barry                      Weaver, Engineer, were present to discuss the request for municipal consent to              run fiber optic cable for telecommunications through its right-of-ways.  This                 will only be used for large enterprises and not for use by the residents.  



Adm. Pietrefesa said that the location would be entirely on State Highway 202, north to south.  He wanted to know why United Federal Data would need the consent of Raritan Township’s right-of-way when they are going through a State Highway.  



***    Mr. Reed said that the local exchange carrier requires approval from the                        municipality because it is going through its town.   He also mentioned that the              equipment will be above ground.  United Federal Data is not doing any type of             tower or dish construction.  They are using existing poles and are seeking two              fiber optic lines.  



Comm. King asked if there will be additional maintenance requirements other than the cable.


***    Mr. Weaver said no.  He commented that the construction will begin in January            or February and will run from Manhattan to Washington DC.  



Adm. Pietrefesa said that under Section 9 of the ordinance, the expenses incurred by the Township will be capped at $1,000 for engineering, administrative and legal fees.  He also recommended that advertising costs also be included.  Attorney Willard said that the advertising of the ordinance will be around $450.00.  If the ordinance is introduced and adopted, it will become effective on January 1, 2013. 



Attorney Willard said that Section 9 of the ordinance will state that United Data will reimburse the Township for all reasonable engineering, legal, advertising and other fees incurred by the Township regarding this matter, limited to $1,000.00
