NJ DEP GRANT TO CONSTRUCT RAIN GARDEN


***
Grace Messinger, North Jersey Resource Conservation Development Council, (RC&D) was present on behalf of the Neshanic Watershed Implementation Project.  Also present was Kyle Gourley from Rutgers Cooperative Extension Water Resources Program.  Ms. Messinger is seeking approval to install a rain garden on Township property just to the right of the Municipal Building.   North Jersey RC&D is an environmental non profit organization working in North West New Jersey.  RC&D is the recipient of funds from NJ DEP to implement portions of the Neshanic Watershed Implementation Plan.  As part of that plan, the goal is to reduce storm water and storm flows from entering the Neshanic River and on to the Raritan River.   The Raritan Township Environmental Commission approved the installation of a rain garden.  All costs will be covered by the NJ DEP.  


Engineer Hajjar said that he and Superintendent Dirk Struening reviewed the plans and the suggestion is to lay down stones so it will be easier to mow.   They have agreed to do testing after the installation to see if the ground water will infiltrate.  If it doesn’t infiltrate, then the water will have to be under drained to the nearest catch basin.

Ms. Messinger said that if the Committee approves the rain garden, the work could be started this month.  The cost for the rain garden varies on the size    and amount of plants.  This rain garden would cost between $1,200 and   $1,800.  

Mayor Mangin asked about the general maintenance of the rain garden.

Mr. Gourley said that in the first year or two, it will be vital to see that weeds     stay out of the garden.  Once the plants grow, they will hold their own at that point and the garden will have less maintenance issues.


Comm. Antosiewicz said that this should be expanded to include Robert Hunter School across the street and to the high school.  


Mayor Mangin asked for a motion to approve the installation of a Rain Garden in two locations on the grounds of the Municipal Building and adopt a resolution at the next meeting memorizing the action of the Committee.

TAKEOVER AGREEMENT WITH AMERICAN SOUTHERN INSURANCE COMPANY TO COMPLETE CERTAIN IMPROVEMENTS TO NASSAU PARK – Attorney Cruz said that at the end of last year, the Township declared the developer of Nassau Park in default of its performance bond.  The developer walked away from the project and left certain site improvements incomplete.  Since then, the Township Engineer and Attorney Cruz have negotiated with the bonding company to determine a scope of work needed to complete the project.  The Association was included in those discussions, so whatever scope of work that is needed, would meet with the approval of the property owners.  Before the Committee was Resolution



#13-170 that authorizes the Mayor and Clerk to sign the takeover agreement.  The takeover agreement basically provides that the bonding company, through a contractor, will complete the scope of work that was agreed upon by the parties.  In addition, the fees for both the engineer’s time and attorney’s time will be paid out of the escrow money that was posted by the developer.  The property are aware that an additional sum of money is needed to complete some of the work over and above the amount of the bond.  The takeover agreement has been signed by both Nassau Park Condominium Association, Inc., Bruce Hessey, President and Kevin O’Niell, Senior Vice President of Team Capital Bank.  The bank foreclosed on the units and the major property owner.   Barbishe Brothers, construction company, has agreed to complete the work within four weeks after the bonding company gives them the notice to proceed.

***      Bruce Hessey, President of the Association, said that everyone is in favor of   completing the work.  



***      Kevin O’Niell, Senior Vice President of Team Capital Bank, said that he is also pleased to have this move forward.  He thanked the Township for having helped in this matter.



Attorney Cruz said that there is going to be a shortfall in which the bond is going to exhaust all the money and more improvements will have to be completed.  The bank and association acknowledged that more money is needed.  Eng. Hajjar said that several complaints were received about the property.  He said that it took quite a bit of time for the bonding company to proceed with this.  The curbing is about eight inches above the pavement and is a safety issue.  The site improvements will be completed on two buildings.  The third, unfinished building, is what remains to be done.  



***      Mr. Hessey said that the vacant lot will be used as a parking lot.  Also, there is a six unit COAH that is going to be constructed on the site as well.

Superintendent Struening said that this is standard procedure.  The developers who have not turned over the roads to the Township are notified.  There are about six developments in question.  He also mentioned that the County took the salt bids and a  resolution will be placed on the next agenda.  Salt decreased 57 cents per ton.  


BEST PRACTICES – Adm. Pietrefesa said that the State, this year, is requiring that the Best Practices be noted in the minutes of the Township Meeting.  The State wants the Chief Administrative Officer and CFO to certify the Best Practices.  This also must be certified by the Township Clerk stating that this list was noted in the minutes and the Clerk’s Certification Number must be provided.  After completion of the form, it is emailed to the State.  The Township made the cutoff date and will not lose any percentage of the final State Aid payment.  If there were less than 41 questions answered, the Township would have lost 1% of the total aid.  There were certain questions that could not be answered in a certain way.  The questions that were answered perspective, will have to be answered with a yes or no next year.  One of the questions involves training, one involves a finance committee and the third one involves procurement cards.  Mayor Mangin advised that if the Committee completes any courses, they should inform the Administrator.  This is covered in Question #7.  The courses must be approved by the Division of Local Government Services or the Joint Insurance Fund in order to receive credits.  Adm. Pietrefesa felt that some of the questions were unfair.
