WHEREAS, the Township of Raritan, in the County of Hunterdon (“Township”), is the owner of Block 41, Lot 63, and Block 23, Lot 4, as shown on the Tax Maps of the Township of Raritan; and

WHEREAS, the Township desires to sell Block 41, Lot 63, and Block 23, Lot 4, as shown on the Tax Maps of the Township of Raritan; and
WHEREAS, the Township Committee has determined that the Township’s ownership of Block 41, Lot 63, and Block 23, Lot 4, as shown on the Tax Maps of the Township of Raritan, is no longer necessary for a public purpose; and   

WHEREAS, the Township Committee has determined it to be in the public interest to sell Block 41, Lot 63, and Block 23, Lot 4, as shown on the Tax Maps of the Township of Raritan, by public sale at auction to the highest bidder in accordance with N.J.S.A. 40A:12-13(a).
NOW THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Township Committee of the Township of Raritan that:

Section 1.

Section 4.
An Invitation for Bids shall be published in accordance with the law and bids may be accepted in accordance with the terms and conditions of the Invitation for Bids. All bids shall satisfy any requirements and meet any terms and conditions of the Invitation for Bids.
Section 5.
The Invitation for Bids shall contain the following conditions for the sale:
(a) The two (2) properties will be auctioned separately.

(b) The highest bidder for each property will be the purchaser, subject to the provisions below.
(c) Prior to commencement of the auction, every person who wishes to bid will be required to provide to the person conducting the auction or to his or her assistant, cash or a certified, bank or cashier’s check in the amount of $1,000.00, payable to either the “Township of Raritan” or to the name of the bidder (checks made payable to the bidder are to be endorsed to the Township of Raritan if the bidder is the successful bidder) as a security deposit. THE TOWNSHIP MAKES NO WARRANTY OR REPRESENTATION, EXPRESSED OR IMPLIED, REGARDING THE PROPERTY.
Section 6.
The Mayor, Township Clerk or such other Township officials as the law may provide, are hereby authorized to prepare and execute such documents as may be required to affect the auction sale authorized by this Ordinance and the transfer of title to the successful bidder.
Section 7.
This Ordinance, and the Invitation for Bids attached hereto and made a part hereof, shall constitute and serve as the public notice to be published in a newspaper circulating in the Township at least once a week for two (2) consecutive weeks, the last publication being not earlier than seven (7) days prior to the date set forth for the public sale.
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Section 8.
If any article, section, subsection, sentence, clause or phrase of this Ordinance is, for any reason, held to be unconstitutional or invalid, such decision shall not affect the remaining portions of this Ordinance and they shall remain in full force and effect.
Section 9.
In the event of any inconsistencies between the provisions of this Ordinance and any prior ordinance of the Township, the provisions hereof shall be determined to govern. All other parts, portions and provisions of the Revised General Ordinances of the Township of Raritan are hereby ratified and confirmed, except where inconsistent with the terms hereof.
Section 10.
This Ordinance shall take effect immediately upon final passage and publication according to law.
