RESOLUTION #13-10
WHEREAS, the Tax Assessor of the Township of Raritan may be called upon to review, adjust and stipulate modifications to the assessment of real property which require the execution of formal Stipulations of Settlement of assessment appeals; and

WHEREAS, from time to time corrections must be made in assessments on properties located within the Township, and


WHEREAS, the Hunterdon County Board of Taxation requires a resolution from the Township Committee of the Township of Raritan authorizing the Assessor to sign said stipulations and to also file  said Corrective Appeals; and

     WHEREAS, on those appeals in which the assessed value of the property is less than $1,000,000.00 (Tax Court jurisdiction), the Township Committee is desirous of providing such authorization to its Tax Assessor.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED by the Township Committee of the Township of Raritan that the Assessor is hereby authorized to sign said Stipulations and file Corrective Appeals on properties which the assessed value is less than $1,000,000.00.
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that on properties upon which an appeal is being filed either by the property owner or the Assessor, and the assessed value is equal to or exceeds $1,000,000.00, the Tax Assessor shall review all such proposed Stipulations and/or corrections with the Township Committee, and specific authorization by Resolution will be granted to the Assessor  to execute Stipulations and corrective appeals thereon.
