RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING CONTRIBUTION FOR GEAR

WHEREAS, N.J.S.A. 40:5-2 allows municipalities to make contributions to a duly incorporated rescue squad; and

WHEREAS, the Flemington-Raritan First Aid & Rescue Squad, Inc., provides first aid and emergency services to the Township of Raritan and qualifies for this contribution; and


WHEREAS, the Township recognizes the many services that the Flemington-Raritan Squad provides to the Township and the Township wishes to express its intent to provide a contribution to the Flemington-Raritan Squad to purchase turn-out gear, self-contained breathing apparatus, and SCBA Air Cylinders on a fixed schedule to ensure stability in the Township’s budget and for the Flemington-Raritan Squad to comply with the Public Employees Occupational Safety and Health (PEOSH) requirements for this gear as described in Exhibit A; and


WHEREAS, the Finance Chair met with representatives of the Flemington-Raritan Squad and recommends that the Township’s annual contribution for acquisition of PEOSH gear be as described on Exhibits B and C, provided that sufficient funds are appropriated in the annual Township budget.  The annual acquisition cost is per attached Exhibit D. 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Township Committee of the Township of Raritan, in the County of Hunterdon, State of New Jersey, as follows:

1. That the Township Committee of the Township of Raritan wishes to express its intent to make an annual contribution to the Flemington-Raritan First Aid & Rescue Squad, Inc., for PEOSH compliance requirements, as described on the attached Exhibits, provided that sufficient funds are appropriated in the annual Township budget.
