	WHEREAS, the Township of Raritan Desires to further the public interest by obtaining funding in the amount of $12,000.00 from the county of Hunterdon to fund the following project:
Comprehensive Agricultural Preservation Plan at a cost of $12,000.00.

	NOW THEREFORE, the governing body resolves that Jerry Giaimis, Township Administrator, is hereby authorized to:
(a)	make application for such County Open Space Funds.
(b)	provide additional application information and furnish such documents as may be required; and
(c)	act as the authorized correspondent of the above named Municipality; and

	WHEREAS, the County of Hunterdon shall determine if the application is complete and in conformance with the scope and intent of the Hunterdon County Open Space, Farmland and Historic Preservation Trust Fund Plan, applicable Freeholder Board Policies and the Procedures Manual for the Municipal Grant Program adopted thereto, and notify the Municipality of the amount of the funding award; and

	WHEREAS, the Municipality is willing to use the County funds in accordance with such adopted Policies and Procedures, and applicable state and local government rules, regulations and statutes.

	BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, by the Township Committee of the Township of Raritan:

1.	That the Business Administrator, Jerry Giaimis, of the above named Municipality is hereby authorized to execute any documents and agreements with the County of Hunterdon known as the Raritan Township Comprehensive Agricultural Preservation Plan;

2.	That in the event of the County of Hunterdon’s funds are less than the total project cost specified above, the applicant has the balance of funding necessary to complete the project;
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3.	That the applicant agrees to comply with all applicable federal, state, and local laws, rules and regulations in its performance of the project; and

4.	That this resolution shall take effect immediately.
