RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR AND CLERK TO SIGN A FIVE (5) WEEK EXTENSION TO THE PROFESSIONAL SERVICES AGREEMENT WITH THE CANNING GROUP, LLC, AS A NON- FAIR AND OPEN CONTRACT

WHEREAS, N.J.S.A. 40A:9-136 authorizes municipalities to appoint an Administrator; and


WHEREAS, as a result of the reorganization described in Resolution #15-72, the Township of Raritan retained an Interim Administrator for a period not to exceed twenty-six (26) weeks while the Township searched for a permanent Administrator; and

WHEREAS, The Canning Group, LLC, and the Township entered into a Professional Services Agreement to place Jerry Giaimis with the Township for a period not to exceed twenty-six (26) weeks, and not to exceed thirty-five (35) hours per week, at $85.00 per hour and a placement fee of $1,900.00; and

WHEREAS, that twenty-six (26) week period began on March 17, 2015 and ends on September 15, 2015; and


WHEREAS, the Township has not completed the search for an Administrator and desires to extend the Professional Services Agreement with The Canning Group for five (5) weeks or until October 20, 2015, on the same terms and conditions as the current Agreement; and

WHEREAS, this contract extension is awarded to The Canning Group, LLC, under the non-fair and open process based upon merit and ability; and

WHEREAS, the Chief Financial Officer certified that sufficient funds exist in the 2015 budget to pay for these services.


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Township Committee of the Township of Raritan, in the County of Hunterdon, State of New Jersey, as follows:

1. That the Mayor and Clerk are hereby authorized to enter into a five (5) week extension of the Professional Services Agreement with The Canning Group, LLC.
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2. That The Canning Group, LLC, continue to assign Jerry Giaimis as Interim Administrator for a period not to exceed five (5) weeks, and not to exceed thirty-five (35) hours per week.

3. That this extended Agreement shall take effect on September 15, 2015.
