Ms. Winnick commented that she would prefer
her tax dollars be used to pave her road rather than for litigation as such.

Barbara Sachau, a resident of 2 Glenway Drive, inquired as to how the town cannot have a
wildlife management committee as it has contracts for killing deer and commented, “this idea of
going out to kill animals in the Township because some perverts want to go out and kill animals
for their fun doesn’t make a lot of sense....”

During Public Comment, Mr. Lehrer addressed the queries regarding the Taplnto litigation and
contracts regarding hunting within the Township. He explained that the Taplnto litigation is still
pending because a Motion to Stay was filed by Mr. Lanza’s counsel and the case has not yet been
resolved. Mr. Lehrer confirmed that as litigation is still pending, he is not authorized to comment.
Regarding hunting contracts, Mr. Lehrer clarified that contracts are entered into by the Township,
not the committee. The Wildlife Management Advisory Committee is purely an advisory
committee.

A RESOLUTION OF THE TOWNSHIP COMMITTEE OF THE TOWNSHIP OF
RARITAN, COUNTY OF HUNTERDON, STATE OF NEW JERSEY APPOINTING
JACK GALE, JR. AS CLASS III SPECIAL LAW ENFORCEMENT OFFICER FOR

THE REMAINDER OF THE 2019-2020 SCHOOL YEAR

WHEREAS, P.L. 2016 c. 68 (“Chapter 68”) was approved by Governor Christie on
November 30, 2016; and

WHEREAS, Chapter 68 authorizes municipalities to hire Class III Special Law
Enforcement Officers to provide security protection to designated schools; and

WHEREAS, Section 2.56.200 of the Revised General Ordinances of the Township of
Raritan sets forth the particular requirements of Class III Special Law Enforcement Officers; and

WHEREAS, Section 2.56.200(A) of the Revised General Ordinances of the Township of
Raritan states that “Class III Special Law Enforcement Officer shall only be employed part-time,
not to exceed, on average, thirty (30) hours per week per calendar year. Pursuant to N.J.S.A.
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40A:14-146.16(9)(d), no Class III Special Law Enforcement Officer shall be eligible for health
care benefits from the Township or enrollment in any state-administered retirement system;” and

WHEREAS, the Township Committee wishes to retain Class III Special Law Enforcement
Officers to provide security at certain schools within the Township of Raritan; and

WHEREAS, the Township has conducted interviews of applicants and now wishes to hire
Class IIT Special Law Enforcement Officers.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE TOWNSHIP COMMITTEE OF
THE TOWNSHIP OF RARITAN, COUNTY OF HUNTERDON, STATE OF NEW
JERSEY AS FOLLOWS:

1. Jack Gale, Jr. is appointed as a Class III Special Law Enforcement Officer of the Township
of Raritan at an hourly rate of $30.00 per hour not to exceed 1,500 hours per calendar year.

2. The terms and conditions of Mr. Gales’ employment are governed by Section 2.56.200 of
the Revised General Ordinances of the Township of Raritan and Chapter 68.

3. Notwithstanding the foregoing, the term of Mr. Gales’ employment with the Township
shall begin upon the date of adoption of this resolution and shall terminate on July 1, 2020,
unless otherwise terminated earlier.

4. Notwithstanding the foregoing, Mr. Gale is an at-will employee of the Township and the
Township may revoke such appointment without cause or hearing at the discretion of the
Township Committee.

AN ORDINANCE AUTHORIZING THE TOWNSHIP OF RARITAN TO
PURCHASE A PORTION OF BLOCK 22, LOT 24 OF APPROXIMATELY
19.753 ACRES AND ALL OF BLOCK 22, LOT 25.03 FROM GLENN
BROWNSTEIN AND MARY BROWNSTEIN IN AN AMOUNT OF
$273,456.00

WHEREAS, the Township of Raritan negotiated with Glenn Brownstein and Mary
Brownstein, husband and wife (“Sellers”), to purchase a portion of Block 22, Lot 24 and all of
Block 22, Lot 25.03 (“Property”) for open space, conservation and recreational or similar uses as
authorized in N.J.S.A. 40A:12-1 et seq.; and

WHEREAS, the negotiations resulted in an agreement being reached subject to the
approval and ratification of the Township Committee; and

WHEREAS, the Township Attorney drafted an “Agreement for Purchase of Real Estate”
(“Contract”) between Glenn Brownstein and Mary Brownstein, husband and wife, and the
Township, which Contract was reviewed and approved by the attorneys for Glenn Brownstein and
Mary Brownstein, husband and wife; and

WHEREAS, the Contract calls for a total purchase price in an amount not to exceed
$273,456.00 for the Property; and

WHEREAS, the Township Committee reviewed the Contract and wishes to authorize its
execution by the Mayor and Clerk; and

WHEREAS, the Township Committee desires to authorize the Township Administrator,
Clerk and Attorney to take all required action to satisfy all contingencies contained in the Contract;
and to arrange to close within forty-five (45) days from the effective date of the Contract; and

WHEREAS, the Open Space Advisory Committee recommended the acquisition of the
Property for the purposes set forth hereinbefore and the funding of such acquisition from the
following funding sources:

The funding sources for the Purchase Price will be: ,

$135,925.00 County of Hunterdon
Open Space Trust Fund

$135,925.00 Green Acres Program Grant

$ 1,606.00 Township of Raritan Open Space Trust Fund
$273,456.00 Total

WHEREAS, the Township will fund the purchase price through the Funding Sources; and
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WHEREAS, the Township Committee desires to adopt this Ordinance to authorize the
acquisition of the Property, authorize the funding for the acquisition of the Property and authorize
allocating funds from the County of Hunterdon Open Space Trust Fund and Green Acres Program;
and

WHEREAS, the Township Committee desires to authorize the Township Administrator,
Clerk and Attorney to obtain all necessary studies, including title searches, surveys and Phase I
Environmental Site Assessment consistent with the County of Hunterdon Open Space Trust Fund
and Green Acres Program requirements; and

WHEREAS, it is the intention of the Township, if necessary, to transfer, convey, assign
or restrict the Property as required by the County of Hunterdon Open Space Trust Fund and Green
Acres Program in order to receive reimbursement provided that the Township remains liable to the
Sellers under the Contract; and

WHEREAS, the Local Lands and Buildings Law, N.J.S.A. 40A:12-13(b)(1) and N.J.S.A.
40A:12-13.4, authorizes the Township to transfer unneeded municipal interests in land to another
governmental entity at a private sale provided that the property continues to serve a public purpose;
namely, preserved for open space, conservation and recreation or similar uses as authorized in
N.J.S.A. 40A:12-1 et seq.; and

WHEREAS, if required by the Funding Sources, the Township will transfer any interest
it may have in the Property to another governmental or not for profit entity for open space,
conservation, recreation or other similar use.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Township Committee of the Township
of Raritan, County of Hunterdon, State of New Jersey, as follows:

1. This Ordinance, upon final adoption, shall authorize the Township of Raritan to
acquire the Property, authorize the funding for the acquisition of the Property,
authorize appropriating the funds from the County of Hunterdon Open Space Trust
Fund and Green Acres Program, authorize all necessary studies, including title
searches, surveys and a Phase I Environmental Site Assessment consistent with the
Green Acres Program regulations and expend money from the Township Open
Space Trust Fund for due diligence purposes.

2. The Township of Raritan Mayor and Clerk are hereby directed and authorized to
utilize the Funding Sources for this purchase, execute an “Agreement for the
Purchase of Real Estate” for the purchase of a partial acquisition of Block 22, Lot
24 of approximately 19.753 acres of vacant land out of a total of 27.90 acres,
exclusive of the two (2) story single family dwelling, a total acquisition of Block
22, Lot 25.03 of approximately 12.917 acres of vacant land, in an amount not to
exceed $273,456.00, and to expend money from the Township Open Space Trust
Fund for a portion of the purchase price, professional fees and due diligence

purposes.
3. The Township Administrator, Clerk and Attorney are hereby directed to take all
action required to satisfy the contingencies contained in the Contract.
4. The Township Administrator, Clerk and Attorney are hereby directed to allocate all

or a portion of the purchase price from the County of Hunterdon Open Space Trust
Fund and Green Acres Program, and to take all action necessary for the Township
to receive reimbursement from the Funding Sources.

5. There is hereby authorized an appropriation in an amount not to exceed
$273,456.00 for the acquisition of the Property described in this Ordinance to be
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received from the Funding Sources. The Township Chief Financial Officer shall,
prior to the effective date of this Ordinance, file with the Township Clerk a
statement certifying that sufficient funds are available to make this appropriation.
The original certification shall be attached to the original of this Ordinance and
shall be kept on file with the Township Clerk.

6. The Township Mayor, Administrator, Clerk and Attorney are hereby authorized to
take any action necessary to transfer, convey, assign, if necessary, or restrict the
Property as required by the County of Hunterdon Open Space Trust Fund and Green
Acres Program regulations in order to receive full or partial reimbursement of the
purchase price from the Funding Sources.

7. This Ordinance shall take effect upon its final passage and publication according to
law.

WHEREAS, the Township Committee had authorized the Administrator to apply for the
New Jersey Department of Environmental Protection “It Pays to Plug In” grant; and

WHEREAS, the Township of Raritan has received an ‘It Pays to Plug In” grant in the
amount of $30,000.00 for the purchase and installation of electric charging stations; and

WHEREAS, changes to the Local Public Contracts Law gave local contracting units the
ability to increase their bid threshold up to $40,000.00; and

WHEREAS, N.J.S.A. 40A:11-3a permits an increase in the bid threshold if a Qualified
Purchasing Agent is appointed, as well as granted the authorization to negotiate such contracts
below the bid threshold; and

WHEREAS, N.J.A.C. 5:34-5 et seq. establishes the criteria for qualifying as a Qualified
Purchasing Agent; and

WHEREAS, William B. Pandos possesses the designation of Qualified Purchasing Agent
as issued by the Director of Local Government Services in accordance with N.J.A.C 5:34-5 ef seq.;
and

WHEREAS, the Township of Raritan has appointed William Pandos as the Qualified
Purchasing Agent and increased the bid threshold to $40,000.00 as evidenced by Resolution #18-
46; and

WHEREAS, three quotes were solicited for the purchase and installation of Electric
Charging Stations; and

WHEREAS, Case Electric, P.O. Box 38, Baptistown, New Jersey 08803 has submitted
the lowest quote for purchase and installation of 6 ClipperCreek Share2 HCS-40 ESVE Stations
on 3 ClipperCreek ProMountDuo Universal pedestals in the amount of $28,995.00 which is below
the bid threshold; and

WHEREAS, the Chief Financial Officer has certified that funds are available through
Certificate of Availability of Funds #20-04 for this purpose.

PRIVILEGE OF THE FLOOR
The following members of the public spoke during public comment:

Barbara Sachau, a resident of 2 Glenway Drive, expressed concern regarding “ghost members”
on some of the committees and suggested that the governing body sit at the tables rather than the
Dais during meetings to be on an equal level with members of the public.

Gene Lewandowski, a resident of 3 Phipps Court, asked about the annual two percent (2%)
increase by the Raritan Township Municipal Utilities Authority (RTMUA).

John Mackay, a resident of 122 Featherbed Lane, expressed dissatisfaction for the building taking
place in the Township including that occurring on smaller lots and the impact on traffic.

Karen Becker, a resident of 14 Whitehouse Way, spoke in favor of the electric vehicle charging
stations; inquired as to the installation costs for such and the cost of electric to taxpayers; and asked
for an explanation for the elimination of the Wildlife Management Advisory Committee.

During public comment, Committee Member Reiner voiced opinion in support of Ms. Sachau’s
suggestion regarding the seating of the governing body during regular meetings. Deputy Mayor
Gilbert explained that the change in setup would require a costly overhaul due to the location of
microphones and the recording system but that the Committee would consider the
recommendation.

Mayor Kuhl responded to Mr. Lewandowski’s inquiry regarding the RTMUA’s annual two percent
(2%) increase explaining that the RTMUA is a separate entity from the Township Committee.
Committee Member Hazard commented on the light number of staffing; the large area of coverage
including households and industry; repairs; record amounts of rain; heavy costs for cleaning the
water; and a lack of revenue sources due to no available plant capacity. Committee Member
Hazard advised that the RTMUA meets the third Thursday of the month at 5:00 p.m. on Old York
Road and all are welcome to attend.
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In regards to comments concerning building and traffic throughout the Township, Mayor Kuhl
explained that today’s development is due to state mandates for low income housing and that there
have been no applications before the Planning Board. Mr. Lehrer clarified, pursuant to Municipal
Land Use Law, that a house can still be built on a small lot that has been subdivided but must seek
a variance if it does not meet the setback requirements.

Lastly, Mr. Hutchins addressed concerns regarding the electric charging stations advising that the
cost of electric usage is borne by the Township and that there will be no significant increase. He
continued to explain that surrounding towns and businesses including the Hunterdon Medical
Center have charging stations and report minimal costs for electric usage. Mr. Hutchins further
commented that the elimination of the Wildlife Management Advisory Committee was due to
redundancy as the Open Space Advisory Committee was already handling similar items and the
Township Committee had authorization over final decisions.
