WHEREAS, the Township of Raritan has a need to acquire health insurance services, including
the alternative of a self-insured program requiring administration and claims processing to be rendered
to the Township of Raritan as a non-fair and open contract pursuant to the provisions of P.L. 2004, ¢.19
(NJ.S.A. 19:44A-20.5 et seq.); and

WHEREAS, an outline of the Township’s self insurance plan is attached as Exhibit “A;” and

WHEREAS, the procurement of health insurance services, including administration and claims

WHEREAS, Pro Act will complete and submit a ¢.271 Political Contribution Disclosure Form,
which provides that no reportable political contributions (more than $300 per election cycle) were made
over the 12 months prior to submission to the committees of the government entities listed on the form
prior to execution of the contract.
