	***	Barbara Sachau, Glenway Drive, said that $50 per year to farm the Watkinson Farm was too low.  She noticed that the Committee tried to keep most of the attorney’s fees to $155.00 per hour, however, the Committee is going to pay $168 per hour to Hatch, Mott, MacDonald.  She wondered why.  She wanted to know if the taxpayers are going to pay $4,000 to go into the energy aggregation program and Check #02422 and Check #02467.  She wanted an explanation.

Adm. Pietrefesa said that Check #02422 was for the NJ State Association of Chiefs of Police.  Check #02467 was for a seminar on financial disclosure for educational credits.  

		***	Jeannie Geremia, 2 Greenwood Place, said that she is a member of the Open Space Committee and member of the Garden Club of New Jersey Butterflies  and Bees and the Chair of the Community Garden.  She wanted to know if the purchase of the Kangas property is listed on the agenda.  She applauded Amy Greene and Oliver Elbert for the efforts they have made for Raritan Township in preserving as much open space as she has seen in just a few short years.  They have done this with little or hardly any money from the taxpayers.  She wanted the public to be aware of the spraying of pesticides.  She wanted the Committee to inform the public service utilities to stop spraying because it is  hazardous to the health of the public.

		Mayor O’Brien said that the Kangas property was listed for closed session and not in
		open session.  

	***	John Hyman, Raritan Township, Zen Marketing.  He mentioned that in February, 2014, it was reported that a company from the land of 10,000 lakes was granted a contract for redoing a design for the Raritan Township Website.  He was appalled that the contract was not awarded to anyone locally, and was surprised that it has taken seven months and there has been no movement on the website.  In that time, his firm has built six websites including a $35,000 
		E-Commerce platform.  He wanted to know what the holdup was.

	Mayor O’Brien said that the website has been built and will be up and running within 
	the next few weeks.  The holdup was because of the Township and not the vendor.

BUSINESS	 37.01 AND 54 AS AN AREA IN NEED OF NON-CONDEMNATION   REDEVELOPMENT – Attorney Cruz said that on June 4, 2014, the Township Committee directed the Planning Board to have a preliminary study prepared to determine whether Block 16.01, Lots 37.l01 and 54 met the criteria for a non-condemnation area in need of redevelopment.  On that same date, the Township Committee also authorized Clarke Canton Hintz to prepare the report.  On July 23, 2014, after giving due notice, the Planning Board did have the preliminary study before it and held a public hearing on that preliminary study.  At the end of the presentation by the Planner and the public hearing, the Planning Board determined that it was appropriate to recommend to the Township Committee that the property met the criteria in the redevelopment act and adopted a resolution to that effect.  A copy of the Planning Board Resolution was before the Township Committee and also a copy of the preliminary study report.  The next step in this process will be for the  Township Committee to consider the Planning Board action and adopt a resolution, if it deems appropriate to do so, designating the area as an area in need of redevelopment.  Also, as part of that redevelopment plan, the contract with Clarke Canton Hintz will have to be expanded to include that redevelopment plan work.  The planner has submitted a proposal for $11,500 inclusive of costs.  It is at an hourly rate which will allow some measure of the work that is being done as the process goes forward.  Also, there is a resolution listed under the Non-Consent Agenda and Mr. Cruz asked that before the adoption of this resolution, the Committee open the meeting to the public and allow the public to comment on the proposed action.   Planner Sunyak said that the Master Plan calls for this site to be designated an Affordable Housing site.  The zoning is already in place for that.

It will complete the work in the interior of the development on the road and the detention basin and the trees but will tender the bond to the Township for the offsite road improvements.  The bonding company is within its rights to either do the work or tender the bond to the Township. After discussing this matter with the Township Engineer, Mr. Cruz recommended that the Township agree to the Subdivision Takeover Agreement because it is a fair resolution.  Eng. Hajjar thanked Mr. Cruz for negotiating the deal with the bonding company.  A resolution was adopted later in the meeting.
