BUDGET TRANSFERS (4 VOTES NEEDED FOR ADOPTION)

Resolution #13-18 – Budget Transfers

Mayor Mangin asked for a motion to adopt Resolution #13-18.

Adm. Pietrefesa explained that there were several repairs made to the HVAC system and money had to be moved into Buildings & Grounds Operating Expenses from Police Salary and Wages in the amount of $4,000.  He also explained that in December he moved $5,200 out of Group Insurance.  He now must return the money back into Group Insurance from Police Salary and Wages because the 4th Quarter payment is due for the Township’s Disability Policy.  There are three people that receive a reimbursement for Medicare Part B.  The Zoning Board transfer from Salary and Wages to Operating Expenses was to cover the last bill in December for litigation.  He mentioned that there is still $14,000 left in the police budget, with $4,000 - $5,000 left for overtime.  Comm. Hazard thought that there was more money left in the overtime budget.

Resolution #13-19 – Amending the Temporary Budget

Adm. Pietrefesa said that the reason he is asking to amend the temporary budget is there was an employee who retired at the end of 2012 and, by contract, he is due accumulated sick leave which amounts to about $15,000 after 25 years of service.  There is approximately $5,000 in the Accumulated Sick Leave Trust Account.  $5,000 was placed in the temporary budget, however, it will be short of funds to be able to pay this employee.  There will have to be additional money placed into the trust account because there is another person that will retire mid-year.  Adm. Pietrefesa said that when he prepared the temporary budget, he did not go up to the maximum allowed by the State.  There was about $186,000 that he deemed was not necessary to appropriate.  This still allows the Township to be under the calculation as per the statute.  He asked the Committee if they wanted to consider the purchase of police cars, they can start the process now.  The Chief asked for four vehicles at about $39,000 each.  Comm. Hazard clarified this with the Chief and the request was for two chargers and two SUV’s.  The 4-wheel drive vehicles must be purchased from the capital budget which is excluded from the calculation.  It was the consensus of the Committee to purchase two cars for the police at this time.  Comm. Antosiewicz asked if the old equipment and old cars sitting at the Public Works Department could be sold to a scrap dealer.  Adm. Pietrefesa said that a public auction must be held and the auction would probably not generate much money.  Mayor Mangin and Comm. Hazard were in favor of the public auction.  Adm. Pietrefesa said that there are only enough funds to carry the Township through the month of March for salaries.  On April 1st, all pension bills become due.  

Mayor Mangin asked for a motion to adopt Resolution #13-19 as amended.

Motion was made by Comm. Antosiewicz and seconded by Comm. Hazard.
