Attorney Cruz said that at the January 21, 2014 meeting there was supposed to be a public hearing on an application made by Lentini Auto Salvage for a renewal of their Junk Yard License for 2014.  That meeting was cancelled due to a snow storm and there was no public hearing.  Because there was no public hearing that night, Attorney Cruz advised Clerk Sollena that the applicant should re-notice the public hearing for the February 18, 2014 meeting.  The applicant requested that the Clerk forward them a letter confirming Attorney Cruz’s advice.  The Clerk has, in fact, sent the letter indicating that the application was completed and that notice had already been published in December for the January 21, 2014 hearing.  The license was extended until the February 18, 2014 meeting at which time the public hearing will take place.  Mr. Cruz said that this was a fair way to proceed.  The applicant should not be penalized because of an Act of God.  The applicant has already taken the steps necessary to advertise the notice.  The Clerk has already sent the notice to residents within 200 feet about the public hearing taking place on February 18, 2014.  The Affidavits of Publication may or may not be received.  The applicant will submit the whole sheet from the newspaper which will be proof of notification.  The Committee can accept this as an interim basis and extend the license conditioned upon the Clerk receiving the Affidavit of Publication.

2013 REVENUES AND 2014 PRELIMINARY OUTLOOK

Adm. Pietrefesa distributed a preliminary budget packet to the Committee.  There will be a budget meeting held on February 4, 2014 at 6:30 p.m.  Based on his analysis, Adm. Pietrefesa said that 2013 was a very good year.  The auditors still have to verify the numbers.  There is about $1 million in the fund balance.  As of 2012 there was only approximately $71,000 in surplus.  He also mentioned that the Tax Collector has collected in excess of 98.9%.  Again, the auditors will have to verify the numbers.  The Construction Office had a banner year with well over $243,000.00.  A total of $112,889.00 was received from FEMA.  This money has been reserved until the budget discussion.  Monies were set aside that were collected for the Public Defender services in 2013.  This will offset any cost for the Public Defender for the year 2014.  The high school payment for the Resource Officer is for a full year in the amount of $40,800.  There will be no excess funds from the Perc Trust account which was $6,000.  Also, a check was received from the Cable TV Franchise.  Adm. Pietrefesa said that there is no way of knowing about the RTMUA surplus as well as the Energy Receipts Tax.  The Township cannot anticipate more in revenue than what was collected the prior year.  The broker will send in quotes for the medical and prescription insurance which will be discussed at the February 18, 2014 meeting.    Dental insurance has one more year to go on the contract.  


2013 REVENUES AND 2014 PRELIMINARY OUTLOOK


Mayor O’Brien said that 2013 was a good year and the forecast is promising.  It is a testimony to the job that was done by former Mayor Michael Mangin and former Deputy Mayor Oliver Elbert.  He also mentioned Adm. Pietrefesa who has guided the Township through tough times in the last few years.  The obligation to the public is one of fiscal prudence.  Mayor O’Brien is very serious about a tax cut.  He also mentioned that money needs to be put into surplus.  Comm. Mangin recommended that the numbers be held off until the auditor takes a look at them.  He believed that the Committee approved a reassessment last year for the Township.  Adm. Pietrefesa said that assessor did not do a full reassessment because it would cost about $250,000 payable over three years.  This would be a special emergency appropriation and would not affect the current year’s tax rate.  


Adm. Pietrefesa pointed out that the Cap Bank for the Levy was not used.  There is $582,000 from 2011 that will be gone after this year if not used.  There is also money from 2012 in the amount of $160,000 and $12,000 from 2013.  A sizeable cap bank available.  


Attorney Cruz said that regarding the appeal to recoup the money from the phone company tax, Tax Assessor, Marianne Busher will zero out the assessment and file an appeal to preserve the town’s ability to recoup the money if the law changes.  There will be no out of pocket expenses to the Township if the case is ultimately decided in another way.  

Adm. Pietrefesa said he distributed a revision to the snow removal budget status numbers.  He had to make several transfers from other departments because there is no money at this time in the snow budget.  He also said that the State has reserved 68,000 tons of salt for the Super Bowl.  After the storm, the State gets all the salt first, then counties and then municipalities.  Adm. Pietrefesa mentioned that Sup’t Struening has an order in for 600,000 tons that has not been received yet.  As of today the snow budget is $25,000 in the red.  The next payroll for overtime will have to come out of the trust account which is $25,800.  After the money is transferred into the account, there will be enough to cover one more snow storm.  He reminded everyone that there are a couple of months left for winter and not to forget about October, November and December later in the year.  Comm. Mangin asked if the money from FEMA could be used to offset the snow removal instead of transferring money out of other accounts.  Adm. Pietrefesa said that snow trust money could be used if it was already in the account related for Sandy costs.  Comm. Mangin suggested that maybe the trucks didn’t have to go out all over the Township.  Sometimes all sections of the Township did not need to be salted.  Sup’t Struening said the Township is dealing with very severe cold temperatures.  Mayor O’Brien agreed with Comm. Mangin about only salting some parts of the Township.    

Comm. Gilbert said that she received letters of praise for the Department of Public Works for the great job they do all around.

LIAISON REPORTS

 Craig O’Brien - Administration/Finance/Personnel – No report.
Michael Mangin – RTMUA/Economic Development – Comm. Mangin said he attended a meeting of the RTMUA.  He was informed that someone placed a sign at Horseshoe Drive stating if your septic system is bad to call a certain number.  There are many people in the area who would like to hook up to sewers, however, two people did not. There are 243 homes in Broad Acres which would equal 100,000 gallons of capacity.  The RTMUA’s engineer said there are 600,000 gallons of capacity at this time.   The RTMUA said that if one hooks up to the sewer, then everyone must as well.  Attorney Cruz said that it is part of the Township ordinance.  
REPORTS:
Attorney Cruz said that if a person has a septic system that was recently renovated or                               meets the new DEP standards, the Township could carve out a certain section and                                    create an ordinance.  The ordinance could state that the Board of Health, upon 
application and upon proof that the septic system meets the current DEP standards, can grant a waiver of not having to connect to the sewer.  However, it cannot grant a waiver for the special assessment.  One special assessment is a tax payable at the same interest rate and over the same term as the bond ordinance to pay for the infrastructure.  The second costs are the ones that the individual bears for the main line to go to their home.  There is also a connection fee as well as sewer service fees.

Comm. Gilbert said that there should be a way to educate the public on the actual cost of the hookup instead of relying on rumors.  Adm. Pietrefesa asked Tax Assessor Marianne Busher how the costs would be apportioned.  He wanted to know if it would be the same amount for each homeowner or would the cost be different based on square footage.  Ms. Busher will look into this matter.

Attorney Cruz said that the assessment is on a prorate share.  If a house has 500 feet of frontage and one house has 50 feet of frontage, they each would pay a proportionate share because it is one sewer connection.  In terms of a special assessment, it is a tax that is collected by the municipality.  It would be a municipal project that the town would bond for, go out to bid and do the project and then turn it over to the RTMUA.  There is also funding through the NJ Infrastructure Trust Fund and the Township could receive part of the loan at 0% rate and part of the loan at a low percentage rate.  The NJ DEP bundles these projects throughout the State.  His experience with other towns has been in the $25,000 range exclusive of the individual costs.  This is not an easy process because there are many factors to consider.  Usually there is a sewer consultant that specializes in designing the project.  Eng. Hajjar said that there is a Township Ordinance that states that everyone must hook up to sewers.  Based on the meeting with the RTMUA, the cost of connecting was in the $50,000 range for a gravity system plus additional hookup fees.    

Comm. Mangin said that there was an offer made on the Beemis property lower than the asking price.  He will follow up on the matter.

Comm. Antosiewicz – Public Works/Board of Health/Green Team & Hisgtorians
Committee – Comm. Antosiewicz said he will attend the next Board of Health meeting.  The Green Team is down a couple of members.  There is a Local Historians Meeting this Thursday.  In addition, Raritan-Fleming Intermediate School had a boiler problem and sent some of the students to Copper Hill School.  The Police and EMT’s were not notified of this problem.  The Superintendent needs to know that emergency 

personnel must be informed.  The Hunterdon Land Trust will be a the next meeting to

looking for some open space funding to renovate a barn for a rustic classroom for                                 community use.   He would like to see the open space priority list before making any                            
decision.  Attorney Cruz said that the Committee should look at its ordinance because                           open space is for acquisition and not necessarily for renovation or historic                                              preservation.  Eng. Hajjar said that the Land Trust has received numerous complaints                            about the yield sign at the Dvoor Circle and Route 12.   People are trying to exit and                              enter the Farmer’s Market and motorists are not obeying the yield sign.  They want to                           request a study from NJ DOT to see if they can place a stop sign instead of a yield                                 sign.    
Karen Gilbert – Flemington-Raritan Schools/Hunterdon Central High School/

Parks & Recreation – Comm. Gilbert said she will inform Superintendent Nolan that police and emergency personnel must be informed when any incidents occur.  There is an ongoing dog problem at Mine Brook and Morales Parks.  People are not picking up after their dogs and letting them run loose.  She wanted to see signs put up showing what the penalties will be if the dog is not leashed and dogs are not picked up after.  There are signs currently at the parks, however, she would like the signs to have the penalties placed on them.  She also mentioned that Parks and Recreation Committee is renovating Tuggamirgin Park and would like to borrow some equipment to do so.  Sup’t Struening said that this is done twice a year.  Fireworks will be held by Parks & Recreation at RFIS (Intermediate School) on March 22, 2014. There will also be fireworks on July 3, 2014 at Deer Path Park for the Tri Centennial of Hunterdon County.  She attended a Board of Education meeting at Hunterdon Central High School regarding the parking lot at the Yale property and how it will be resurfaced.  The parking lot is in bad shape and wondering if the high school could use the same company who will be paving the Costco parking lot.  It would probably be much cheaper to do it through Costco.  The school will pay for the resurfacing.  Adm. Pietrefesa said that he was not sure if this could be done because it is municipal property.  The Township would have to go out to bid and also pay a prevailing wage.

Attorney Cruz said that this is correct and there is also the possibility of having Costco donate the money to the town.  If Costco donates the money to the town for the repair, then it can designate who it would like to do the work.  They would still have to pay the prevailing wage.

Comm. Gilbert said that there have been numerous discussions with the LaCrosse                                   Club regarding new fields.  They can no longer use Copper Hill fields because the                                   fields were ruined.  The LaCrosse Club need fields of their own and would like Parks                              and Recreation to help fund the fields.  They also plan to come before the Township                               
Committee.  She suggested that the La Crosse fields could be added at Lenape Park.                                Comm. Mangin said that the La Crosse Club has been offered the 3-M property as a                                donation and refused.  Comm. Gilbert said that it would have been too expensive to                                 build the fields.  Sup’t Struening said that there are four large soccer fields at Lenape                               Park and over the last couple of years the fields are rested because they are over                                       played.  If you add a whole new venue such as La Crosse fields, the fields will get 



destroyed.  Comm. Antosiewicz said that the land behind the Flemington Department                                   Store was set aside for football failed years back.  It might be time to consider that as                                   another option.  The land was donated to help support football and the fields just sit                                     there.  Adm. Pietrefesa said that the Micek property should be looked at again.  When                                   the club approached the Township Committee, they wanted too many fields.  They                                       wanted about 8 or 10 fields including soccer and also an extension leading up to                                           Lenape Park.  The residents were adamant about fields in their back yard.  If it is now                                   a smaller venue, the residents might not complain as much.  Comm. Gilbert and                                           Comm. Elbert will work on this project with the LaCrosse Club.  Adm. Pietrefesa                                         said that there is land that the Township purchased behind Hilltop, however, a road                                      would have to be constructed because it is not totally accessible.         
Oliver Elbert – Public Safety/Affordability & Wellness/Rural Quality – Comm. Elbert said that he attended a dinner on Saturday along with Comm. Antosiewicz for the Rescue Squad.  The Rescue Squad wants to build a new Rescue Squad building or redo the old one.  The Fire Company was informed that ladder truck will cost about $12,000 to repair.  Comm. Mangin said that $62,000 was spent two years ago when the whole deck had to be repaired as well as the electrical system.  Is it getting to a point that too much money is being put into the fire truck.  A new truck would cost about $1 million.  Comm. Elbert said that he had a meeting with Police Chief Tabasko who informed him that the officer is working out very well at Hunterdon Central High School, Chief Tabasko wanted to make sure that the Committee knew that the police have been able to do all their patrols and get into all the elementary schools because of the hiring of extra patrolmen.  Comm. Antosiewicz asked if the Committee wanted to reconsider the shared services agreement with East Amwell now that the Township police department has a full staff.

Adm. Pietrefesa said that the County informed him that they will be closing on the

Snyder Farm for farmland preservation.  He was upset that the County did not give                                    him time to prepare the funds.  The Township is contributing $140,000 towards the                                    purchase and he would have liked additional time to prepare.  If he can’t do a bond                                    ordinance, he will have to pay out cash.  Comm. Elbert thought that there was enough                                money in the open space trust fund to fund this.  Adm. Pietrefesa’s main concern was                                that the County never told him about when the closing would be.   He has complained                                in the past to no avail.  The County should be keeping the Administrator up to date on                                these issues.

MUNICIPAL WEBSITE – Mayor O’Brien said he spoke with various vendors regarding a new website.  He was looking mainly for low cost and ease of maintenance.  GovOffice was chosen.  The cost will be $5,400 for the conversion this year plus an annual fee of $1,200.  There will be a two-hour training and a monthly training session.  There is also a 24/7 support line. Adm. Pietrefesa said that there will be at least three employees who will be using the website.

NEW STREET MAPS RE:  PROPOSED FEE SCHEDULE – Clerk Sollena

said that, in the past, the map was free to residents and $2.00 for non-residents.  The fee ordinance would have to be amended.  Attorney Cruz said the Township would have to treat the fee as an OPRA fee and it must be at the actual cost for the reproduction. Adm. Pietrefesa said that the cost is $1.45 for each map.  It was the consensus of the Committee that everyone must pay for the maps.    


RELEASE OF PERFORMANCE GUARANTEE TO CWH PROPERTIES – 12 MINNEAKONING ROAD, BLOCK 16.01, LOT 16.06 – Eng. Hajjar said that this is for a warehouse on Minneakoning Road near the entrance to Raritan Town Square. All the work has been completed and Eng. Hajjar recommended the release of the Performance Guarantee in the amount of $6,360 plus any accrued interest.  A resolution was adopted later in the meeting.
