ORDINANCE #13-8

CALENDAR YEAR 2013
ORDINANCE OF THE TOWNSHIP OF RARITAN, COUNTY OF HUNTERDON, STATE OF NEW JERSEY TO EXCEED THE MUNICIPAL BUDGET APPROPRIATION LIMITS AND TO ESTABLISH A CAP BANK 
(N.J.S.A. 40A: 4-45.14)

Adm. Pietrefesa said that this ordinance is adopted each year and allows the municipality to increase the cap on the appropriations and allows the municipality to exceed that cap.  The cap bank is not needed this year.  The ordinance gives the municipality a cap bank so that in the succeeding year, if the appropriation amount is needed, the municipality can use it.  This ordinance would give the Township an additional $205,000.

ORDINANCE #13-9

BOND ORDINANCE PROVIDING FOR THE ACQUISITION OF POLICE EQUIPMENT FOR AND BY THE TOWNSHIP OF RARITAN, IN THE COUNTY OF HUNTERDON, NEW JERSEY, APPROPRIATING $114,500 THEREFOR AND AUTHORIZING THE ISSUANCE OF $109,000 BONDS OR NOTES OF THE TOWNSHIP TO FINANCE PART OF THE COST THEREOF

Adm. Pietrefesa said that the collection for the reserve for uncollected taxes was increased from 98.75% to 98.94% which is the average of the three years of 2009, 2010 and 2011.  The tax rate would increase 3.23% on the regular rate which is just under one cent.  
Adm. Pietrefesa read Pages 2 and 3 of the 2013 Budget in full.  A public hearing and final vote on the 2013 Budget will be held on August 20, 2013 beginning at 7:00 p.m. at the Municipal Building, One Municipal Drive, Flemington, New Jersey at which time all interested persons will be heard.

Chief Glenn Tabasko said that he has been working with the Superintendent of Hunterdon Central High School and Ray Krov on the Memorandum of Agreement for the School Resource Officer.  He will report back at the next meeting.  He said that the one drawback is that he is having a difficult time hiring the people that he is allowed to hire.  There is a lack of qualified applicants because there was a  two-year moratorium on sending officers through the Police Academy.  There is one person that he will be able to hire in September  who is still in the Police Academy.  There are several that committed to him and then one week later, for various reasons, dropped out.  He contacted the State Chiefs of Police Association because the Association has a testing unit and they will come out to train.  Another option is hiring someone who is experienced, however, will probably not take a lower salary.  The salary for the Resource Officer will be about $80,000 and will be paid by the school.
