Mayor Elbert called the regular meeting to order at 7:05 p.m.

Mayor Elbert – Administration/Finance/Personnel & Rural Quality
- Mayor Elbert said that he and Comm. Antosiewicz met with representatives of the School Board, Superintendent Greg Nolan, Adm. Pietrefesa and Business Administrator Stephanie Hope, Flemington-Raritan Schools.  He thought that the meeting was a great first effort.  He mentioned that there is work being considered regarding the Ewing Farm.  An application was submitted to the County for the cooperative program to help fund the acquisition.  Mr. Cruz has been working on the Riccioni property (Shippen).



Tom Antosiewicz – Parks & Recreation; Flemington-Raritan Schools, Hunterdon



Central HS, Shared Services & RTMUA – Comm. Antosiewicz said that he met with representatives of the Flemington-Raritan Schools and an effort is being made for the timing of payments to the schools.  Another meeting is scheduled for Thursday, May 17, 2012.  Shared Service Agreements have been executed with Flemington Borough and East Amwell Township.  He attended an RTMUA meeting.  The Green Team meeting was cancelled.  The Environmental Committee had two events; one at Basil Rathborne’s for a celebration as well as a tree planting at JP Case School for Arbor Day.  


John King – Public Works – Comm. King mentioned a letter in the agenda packet that thanked Don Hutchins and his staff did on behalf of solving a problem with water.  James Petraglia called Mr. Hutchins some months back who informed him that Public Works would be out in the spring to address the problem.  Mr. Petraglia was surprised to find out that, not only did Public Works do the job in a very professional manner with a high degree of quality; he didn’t even know when they came to fix it.  He was proud to live in Raritan Township.  Comm. King commended Don Hutchins and the employees of the Public Works Department and suggested that this be passed to them on behalf of the Township Committee. 


Michael Mangin – Economic Development & Board of Health – Comm. Mangin said that he will continue to review the Certificates of Occupancy to find out the number of new jobs created in the Township.  He also checked with Adm. Pietrefesa to see if another page could be created on the Township’s website that contains a list of available properties.  This would be helpful to relocation companies.  There will be a Board of Health Meeting on Thursday, May 17, 2012.

FARM LEASE – URBACH PROPERTY – Mayor Elbert said that different 
BUSINESS
scenarios were discussed regarding the farm lease; however, it has not been finalized yet due to the illness of Attorney Cruz.  He thought that it should now move ahead so planting could commence.  The lease would be subject to Green Acres approval.  The last farmer has offered to maintain trails on the site and mow the grass.  This will take the burden off of the Public Works Department.  A resolution was adopted later in the meeting.


RETURN OF PERFORMANCE GUARANTEE TO STICKLE PROPERTIES (AKA CHERRYVILLE MANOR/AKA RARITAN ESTATES – BLOCK 5, LOTS 5, 7, 8, 9, 17 & 20 – Attorney Cruz stepped down off the dais.  He did not participate in any discussion on this matter.  



Adm. Pietrefesa said that a memo was submitted from now retired Eng. Coppola recommending the release of the Performance Guarantee with certain conditions.  Since the last meeting, Acting Eng. Tony Hajjar, submitted a memo indicating that Item #1 was completed.  Mr. Hajjar recommended the release of the performance guarantee based on the conditions set forth in Eng. Coppola’s memo.  A resolution was adopted later in the meeting.  


NJ LEAGUE OF MUNICIPALITIES RE:  CHANGES TO OPEN PUBLIC MEETINGS ACT (OPMA) AND OPEN PUBLIC RECORDS ACT (OPRA) – Adm. Pietrefesa said that some of the items listed are already done by the Township,  All of the outside bodies advertise their meeting dates accordingly.  There are some things about closed sessions and minutes that have raised concerns by public officials and administrators around the State.  These new rules will affect being able to negotiate with the unions which cause concerns and pressures about being in the public eye.  All contracts are eventually adopted at a public meeting.  Whatever actions are taken must be held at an open public meeting.  Attorney Cruz said that there is a Mayors Advisory explaining these changes.  In addition to the things that the Administrator mentioned, this bill does impose certain additional burdens and requirements on the Clerk and the Clerk’s staff.  One of the requirements is that the Clerk is to take minutes of all boards and bodies.  It even requires that minutes be kept if two committee members meet as a sub-committee to discuss a particular item.  So there are a lot of reasons for the Open Public Meetings Act to be amended, however, there is also a great concern that this will have an undue burden on the Municipal Clerk’s Office and result in the requirement of an unfunded mandate.  Comm. King said that the Township is very open.  Every year the Township becomes more and more open and the public seems to be quite satisfied.  He did not think there was any

reason to incur mandates that are going to hinder the Township from a negotiating

standpoint but also incur additional costs.  It was the consensus of the Committee to

adopt a resolution opposing S1451 and S1452.  Resolution #12-97 was added to the Consent Agenda and adopted later in the meeting.  Attorney Cruz added that, under the amendments to the Open Public Meetings Act, what the Committee just did by adding a resolution to the Consent Agenda, could not be done.  


SOLAR ORDINANCE – Comm. Mangin thanked Planner Sunyak for putting together the solar ordinance.  The ordinance will be reviewed by Attorney Cruz.  This matter was tabled.

THE GOOD SAMARITAN OVERDOSE RESPONSE ACT (S851/A578) AND REQUESTING CONSIDERATION BY THE NEW JERSEY SENATE AND ASSEMBLY (RESOLUTION #12-95) – Comm. King said that he was invited recently to a Safe Communities Coalition at Raritan Valley Community College.  He had the opportunity to sit with Senator Kip Bateman who is a strong supporter and one of the primary sponsors of Senate Bill #851.  Assembly Bill #A578 is still awaiting some bipartisan support.  They are trying to get it through Senator Scutari’s Committee and moved to the Assembly floor for a vote.  Essentially, this is an extension of the 9-1-1 Act.  This bill precludes anyone from getting into trouble if they call for the aid of someone who is intoxicated and needs assistance.  This will include all aspects of substance abuse.  There are, however, some limitations associated with legalities of administration, distribution and physical paraphernalia. He listened intently about the ways this bill could save lives.  He mentioned that Anthony Bucco and Shirley Turner should be added as sponsors of the bill.  In the audience were Pam Sanguini and Erin Sanguini associated with Matt Sanguini who is deceased.  Matt Sanquini would probably be alive today if his friends had been encouraged to call 


9-1-1 as opposed to ignore it in the face of trying to not get into trouble.  If the Township has the opportunity to put forth a resolution such as this that is going to protect public life, then it has the obligation to put it forward.  There is an additional piece to this that was written into the resolution that is not in the current bill.  That has to do with the opportunity to do a reach out to the person who does actually call 9-1-1 and who may be under the influence themselves and seek medical help and counseling. They will not be punished.

***      Fred Brown, Hunterdon County Sheriff, and retired Police Chief of Raritan Township commented that, as a law enforcement officer, he thought that this was a good law that can save lives and won’t hurt anyone.  Many lives could be saved if someone calls the police or the rescue squad when they are with a person who is under the influence or possibly overdosing.  He urged the Committee to pass the resolution.

Pamela Sanguini, mother of Matthew Sanguini who passed away May 3, 2010

there is a need to support the resolution.  She truly believed in her heart that her son Matthew, who was a good boy, would still be with her today if the two people he was with that particular fateful evening, had done the right thing and alerted someone; whether they alerted her, or alerted 9-1-1.  Had they just told someone what Matthew had ingested, he would be alive today.  Because that was not done, Matthew was put on the couch with a pillow, a blanket and a bucket and she woke up the next morning and found her son dead on their family room couch.   That should never have happened.  She was present to ask the Township Committee to please consider supporting the resolution.  She said a promising young man was lost to a bad mistake and she believed that if the folks he was with that night, had this bill been in place and had it been passed into law, her son would be with her today.

Leslie Gable, Raritan Township resident, works for Hunterdon Prevention Resources, Associate Executive Director and is also the Project Director of Safe Communities Coalition of Hunterdon and Somerset Counties.  The coalition is dedicated to reducing the abuse of alcohol and drugs, in particular prescription drugs, across the life span of all individuals.  The reason for the coalition is that Hunterdon County, beginning in Middle School, is above the State average in prescription drug abuse.  Prescription drugs are readily available here.  Seven hundred fifty-nine (759) people, on average, die each year in the State from drug overdoses.  The majority of those lives could be saved if they received medical treatment within a one to three minute window. She also mentioned the 9-1-1 Lifeline Legislation.  She spends a lot of time educating thousands of young people about this very important legislation.  Under the current law, people will not come forward to help someone because they feel they will get in trouble.  This deters a lot of people because they’re afraid of what will happen to them and the fact that they don’t want to get anyone in trouble.  She thanked everyone and urged the Committee to adopt the resolution.


Attorney Cruz announced, at the request of the Committee, that Resolution #12-95

BOARD OF ADJUSTMENT 2011 ANNUAL REPORT – Planner Sunyak said that as a requirement of the Municipal Land Use Law, the Board of Adjustment prepares and adopts an Annual Report.  The purpose of the Annual Report is to summarize the number of applications, the type of applications and any recommendations to the Township Committee.  She mentioned that the Planning Board is working on a solar ordinance and since Attorney Cruz will not be at the meeting of June 7, 2012, she requested that the first reading be held on June 19, 2012.  She will distribute the ordinance to the Committee for their consideration and comments.  Comm. King recognized Robert LaNicca for his service as Board of Adjustment Chairman for the past two years.  Mr. LaNicca enjoyed his time on the Board.  He also noted that the Board is quite pleased with Attorney Jonathan Drill for his work and guidance.  He also recognized Eng. Coppola for his twenty-one years of service to Raritan Township. Jackie Klapp has been the Board of Adjustment’s stenographer for forty years.  

GALLOWAY TOWNSHIP RE:  JESSICA LUNSFORD ACT – Adm. Pietrefesa said that there is a group that wants everyone to support the legislation regarding the State to allow municipalities to designate child safety zones.  Apparently the State Supreme Court ruled that the municipalities cannot be in control of designating these zones near registered sex offenders.  Even though the Township adopted an ordinance designating these zones, the State can override it.  Adm. Pietrefesa will write a letter in support on behalf of the Township Committee.
DEVELOPMENT AGREEMENT RE:  FLEMINGTON SOLAR, LLC – Attorney Cruz said that the Board of Adjustment granted Flemington Solar a use variance application for a solar park.  One of the conditions of the Board of Adjustment was that the Township enters into a Developer’s Agreement with Flemington Solar.  The Developer’s Agreement is fairly standard and consistent with the other agreements that the Township signs.  The most significant part of this is that as the Board of Adjustment has granted these applications, the Board always requires that a decommissioning plan be put in place and implemented when the solar park is no longer operational.  This is going to be, at a minimum, 20 years before anything of that type will occur.  One of the conditions of the Board of Adjustment resolution is that the Township Attorney be satisfied with evidence that there is someone or

something that is going to be available to take down or implement the 
BUSINESS
decommissioning plan.  This particular applicant is a wholly owned subsidiary of

Consolidated Edison.  Consolidated Edison has agreed to guarantee the decommissioning plan.  Attorney Cruz felt that this agreement has satisfied the Board’s condition and a letter is appended to the Developer’s Agreement agreeing to that.  Consolidated Edison is based in New York and is one of the largest utility companies in the United States.  With their personal guarantee, Attorney Cruz felt it 
was appropriate to enter into the Developer’s Agreement.  There is a backup for the decommissioning plan other than the limited liability company that is operating the solar farm.  In this case, the Township was fortunate that Consolidated Edison, parent company, agreed to give the guarantee for the decommissioning.  A resolution was adopted later in the meeting.  
SAFE ROUTES TO SCHOOL RE:  BARLEY SHEAF SCHOOL SIDEWALK EXTENSION BID AWARD – Acting Engineer, Tony Hajjar, said that ten bids were received for the sidewalk extension at Barley Sheaf School.  The bids ranged in price from $267,000 to $375,000.  He completed an analysis based on the Federal Highway Administration Guidelines and the lowest bid is acceptable.  He recommended the award based upon approval from NJ DOT.  He would like to have the work commence by the end of June.  Comm. Mangin asked if Mr. Hajjar was familiar with the work of the lowest bidder.  Tony Hajjar said that he contacted several municipalities that he did work in and, basically, there were many problems with this company in the City of Trenton.  Mr. Hajjar did not believe it was because of the contractor, but because of the federal regulations.  The Federal Government said that he did not have an inspector on the site at all times.  Adm. Pietrefesa said that it was the municipality that should have had an inspector on the site, based on those regulations because this is a Federal Grant.  Attorney Cruz said that, because of the concerns that the Acting Engineer raised, the Administrator, himself and Mr. Hajjar met last week to review the bids and any options that the Township had.  There are a couple of significant items that would dictate that this award be made to this bidder including the fact that it is a very short job.  There will also be oversight over this bidder.  The Acting Engineer is clearly going to watch this contractor closely during this process because he does have some concerns.  When a bidder has the capacity to post a Performance Bond, as this bidder has, even if the bid is unbalanced, the standard to reject that type of bid is very high.  This bid was gone over thoroughly and the Acting Engineer has good ideas on how to proceed forward and he joined Mr. Hajjar’s recommendation to award a contract to this particular bidder.  A resolution was adopted later in the meeting. Attorney Cruz also said that this award will be subject to approval by the NJ DOT.  

The Committee asked for an explanation regarding the two different amounts on the bid sheet.  Mr. Hajjar said that this bidder bid $267,815.85.  When Mr. Hajjar took in all the items and added them together, the amount was $270,000.  Per the Township’s specification, he can use the total that was submitted and reduce the unit pricing

accordingly.  Attorney Cruz said that when the Acting Engineer totals all the unit items

together, the total is $275,000.  However, the bidder totaled those items at $269,000 
(Con’t)
and that is what governs.  The contractor was informed by Mr. Hajjar and understood that the amount of $269,000 is what is going to be paid by the Township.

Comments:
Comm. King said that this is a forceful letter to someone who has been very consistent in accommodating the needs of the people in those neighborhoods, even though he was there first.  He did not know what the Township’s participation in this was but he recommended that a letter be sent to both Mr. Facchina of Johanna Foods as well as Jackie Thermidore of the Carriage Gate Homeowner’s Association and let them know that the Township will be waiting to hear from them with respect to what they believe the Township needs or requirements are in this process.  He did not think that the Township has any direct involvement at this point.  Comm. Mangin said that the Lt. Governor went out to Johanna Foods and toured the site about one month ago.  The Township Committee was not aware of this.   The Lt. Governor said that the Governor’s Office would help expedite any NJ DEP issues.  Mr. Facchina has been spending money on upgrades and has met all the commitments.  However, the Association did not feel that Mr. Facchina has been working fast enough to build an internally self-contained, fully enclosed waste treatment facility on the opposite side of the property.  The State Government has to lend some assistance before that could happen.  Comm. Antosiewicz wanted to know if there have been any further issues since the last unfortunate labor oversight that caused the condition.  He thought that this had been rectified with the termination of that particular employee.  There has been significant

investment in the lagoons, in the meantime.  Comm. Mangin said that there

were several instances when the lagoons were upgraded to bottom tanks.

There was a lot of sludge at the bottom.  For the first time, they were aerated and many people complained.  There have been no incidents since then.  Comm. King said that Mr. Facchina has exceeded what is required by law.
