Barbara Sachau, 2 Glenway Drive, said that she wanted the Township Committee to support Readington Township’s resolution opposing S1085.  This bill involves logging on State sites that the public has tried to protect, such as forests and parks.  It appears that profiteers are trying to push the bill through to log those lands and make money.  The word in the bill was changed from logging to stewardship.  The people of New Jersey have set aside $400 million over the last few years to save and protect the land.  She also asked about the Police Department work which has involved testing wells across the Municipal Building and not across the street.   to test one well where it could be contaminated.

POLICE DEPARTMENT REMEDIATION RE:  LICENSED SITE

REMEDIATION PROFESSIONAL (LSRP) CONTRACT AND STATUS 



Adm. Pietrefesa said that this has been an ongoing issue for the past 10 years or more.  The Township is at the phase for the final remediation plan.  The work must be done by a certain date.  The proposal for the Committee to act on tonight is for the non remedial action, which is the work that Equity Environmental has done.  The second proposal involves the cost estimate for the actual remedial action to take place.  That would be funded through a bond ordinance, as well as the cost for the LSRP.  This was included in the 2013 budget.  Before the end of the year there will be a bond ordinance for introduction to fund those remedial costs.  The main purpose tonight is to move forward to get their contract and to get to the final stage.  


***      Tom Francis, Equity Environmental, said that this has indeed been an ongoing problem for the past ten years.  He said that they are looking at May of 2014 as a mandatory deadline to submit the remedial investigation report.  The NJ DEP wants to see one concise report that presents what has been done to date and what the next step will be which is the excavation work.  This will be the most cost effective solution.  


Mayor Mangin asked if the excavation can be done by the Department of Public Works to off set some of the cost which is about $120,000.  Adm. Pietrefesa said that some of the people in Public Works might need training to do the remedial work.  



***      Mr. Francis said that there are some items that can be done by the Township, 


            such as asphalt removal and restoration.  At this time, the approval needed is for the permit for the discharge of groundwater.    



Mayor Mangin said that that the police station has ground monitoring wells and there are a host of these along Dayton Road on the property perimeter facing the residents that were in question.  He understood that in the last 15 years, those wells have been monitored and no contamination has moved off the property.

***        Mr. Francis said that the only option is to excavate the soil.  As to why other                  houses were not being tested was because the NJ DEP requested that the                         Township maintain the same pattern.

O’Brien to join the Cranford Cooperative Pricing System to purchase police vehicles at a discount.  He asked if the Committee wanted to purchase 2013 or 2014 vehicles. ***     Joseph Palka, Land Development for Toll Brothers, said that a new water main              pump station adjacent to the Municipal Building will be built.  Also the building            of a water tank on Hinkley Road to service 110 homes at Mountain View at                    Hunterdon. This will provide fire protection to the homes and properties on                    Route 12.  He requested that work be done on Sundays between now and the end            of October.  The only work that will be done is welding and painting the water               tank.  The painting will take about four to five weeks in optimal weather.  The                noise level from the generator is about 85 decibels outside the trailer.  The                      nearest house is 400 feet away and the next one is 1,000 feet away from the                    project.  Eighty to eighty five decibels is comparable to leaf blowers and weed                whackers.   He said that he would like to have the work completed by 



           November 2nd.   The Baptist Church is over 1,500 feet away from the noise.



It was the consensus of the Committee to grant a conditional approval to Toll Brothers to work on the restricted Sundays from 9:00 a.m. to 5:00 p.m.  Also to find out when the Baptist Church holds their services.  An oral notice will be given to the residence at 400 feet away and 1,000 feet away.  The work will be limited to painting and welding.  A letter will be submitted to the Committee prior to September 17, 2013 outlining the scope of the work that will be done on Sundays.  This consent can be withdrawn at any time.  


Attorney Cruz asked Toll Brothers to submit a letter outlining the conditions that were discussed.  The hours will be 9:00 a.m. to 5:00 p.m.   The ability to start Sunday construction on this coming Sunday through October 31st.  The conditions are that the work is limited to fitting, welding and painting of the tank.  That a decibel reading will be taken up to 1,000 feet away from the area where the generator is and that oral notice will be provided to the two closest residences with Toll Brothers reporting back prior to the next Township Committee meeting what the results were.  This is a case by case decision as they come before the Committee.  The Committee is not bound by the decision made here for any other decisions.  A resolution will be drafted for the consideration of the Committee at the next meeting memorializing the action taken by the Township Committee.
